TRADITIONS, RITUALS AND BELIEFS ASSOCIATED WITH THE
BIRTH OF CHILDREN AMONG GEORGIAN AZERBAIJANIS (XIX-EARLY
XX CENTURIES)

Annotation. The article is devoted to the traditions, rituals, and beliefs associated with
childbirth among the Georgian Azerbaijani Turks. It emphasizes that, as among all Turkic peoples, the
birth of a child — the continuer of the lineage — was considered the most important duty of the family
and a guarantee of its future well-being for the Georgian Azerbaijanis—Turks in the 19th and early 20th
centuries. Childlessness was viewed as a grave sin, and society’s attitude toward such couples was
extremely negative. Therefore, if a bride did not become pregnant within a few months after the
wedding, it was believed that she had been affected by the evil eye — “chillu.”

Historical and ethnographic materials record various rituals and ceremonies related to the
bride’s temporary departure from home and to purification rites. Particular importance was attached to
symbolic actions: the young woman was led around a fruit-bearing tree, based on the belief that just as
a tree bears fruit, the bride would soon become a mother. Relatives and close community members
actively participated in rituals to remove the evil eye and hexes, believing that this would open all
blocked paths to motherhood.

Such practices reflect a syncretism of beliefs, where everyday traditions intertwined with
magical notions and folk medicine. Studying these customs is important for understanding the
ethnocultural specificity of the region and preserving the spiritual heritage of the Turkic peoples of the
Caucasus, as well as for gaining deeper insight into the value of family and motherhood in traditional
society.

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ENTREPRENEURS WHO CONTRIBUTED TO THE TRADE AND
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT OF THE CITY OF ZAISAN (SECOND
HALF OF THE 19TH CENTURY - EARLY 20TH CENTURY)

Abstract. This research focuses on a comprehensive analysis of the formation and
development of entrepreneurial activity in the Zaysan region during the second half of the 19th
century and the early 20th century. Located in the territory of East Kazakhstan, the city of Zaysan
serves as an important source for studying the history of entrepreneurship in the Kazakh steppe.
During this period, cities and large settlements such as Semey, Ust-Kamenogorsk, Zaysan, and
Kokpekti became major trade centers of the region, playing a significant role in its socio-economic
life. Among them, Zaysan stood out as an important commercial hub.

The study examines the main factors that influenced the development of entrepreneurship
in Zaysan, including the city’s geographical location, its natural and economic potential, the routes
of water and land trade paths passing through the area, as well as its connections with neighboring
regions and border countries. In addition, political conditions, socio-economic changes,
demographic processes, and shifts in the ethnic composition of Zaysan’s population were analyzed
as key phenomena affecting the emergence of the entrepreneurial environment.

The research provides a detailed analysis of the role of entrepreneurs and various types of
crafts in the economic life of Zaysan, as well as their contribution to the development of regional
infrastructure. Along with achievements in trade and production, particular attention is given to
their active involvement in public life, support for education, contribution to cultural development,
and their philanthropic and charitable activities.

Abstract. This article aims to analyze and systematize the scholarly legacy of M. Kozybayev
by identifying the key thematic directions and methodological approaches in his works. Special
attention is given to the early stages of his academic career and his contribution to the development
of national historiography.
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The study examines Kozybayev’s publications from 1985 to 2002, which address critical
issues in the history of Kazakhstan—from ancient times to the early 20th century. These include the
policies of confiscation and collectivization, the Stalinist repressions of the 1920s-1950s, and
biographical research. The article provides a scholarly assessment of the significance of these
works in the context of the development of historical science.

A distinguished historian, Kozybayev dedicated his life to restoring and reinterpreting the
national past. His profound research across key areas of historical inquiry made a significant
contribution to the re-evaluation of Soviet history and the formation of Kazakhstan’s independent
historiographical paradigm. His academic legacy is analyzed through the lens of modern
interdisciplinary and methodological approaches.

The source base includes Kozybayev’s encyclopedic collections, monographs, academic
articles, journalistic works, and interviews published in periodicals. His leadership qualities,
extensive experience, deep knowledge, and strategic vision played a crucial role in the emergence
of a new generation of historians in post-independence Kazakhstan.

In conclusion, the article emphasizes that Kozybayev’s works offer a scientifically grounded
reflection on the most complex and previously silenced aspects of Kazakhstan’s history. His
research contributed significantly to the restoration of historical justice and the awakening of
national consciousness.

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DEPORTATION AND MIGRATION PROCESSES AND THEIR IMPACT ON
THE ETHNO- DEMOGRAPHIC COMPOSITION OF EAST KAZAKHSTAN
(1930-1950)

Abstract. This article provides a comprehensive examination of the ethno-demographic
processes that took place in East Kazakhstan during the 1930s—-1950s. The strict socio-political
reforms of the Soviet totalitarian system, collectivization, famine, repression, and wartime
migration significantly altered the region’s ethnic composition, population size, and social structure.
During this period, representatives of other ethnic groups (such as Koreans, Germans, Chechens,
Ingush, Poles, and others) were forcibly deported to East Kazakhstan, which negatively affected
the demographic situation of the local Kazakh population. In addition, internal migration caused
by industrialization and the war reshaped the region’s ethnic map. Based on archival sources and
scholarly literature, the article analyzes the causes and consequences of these ethno-demographic
changes, as well as their regional characteristics. The research also draws upon the works of
demographers such as A.N. Alekseenko, T. Omarbekov, and M. Kozybayev. The composition of
resettled peoples and ethnic groups is examined in detail. The 1940s-1950s are assessed as one of
the most complex and contradictory periods in modern Kazakhstan’s history, requiring strict
scientific evaluation of both its positive and negative aspects. The limited study, complexity, and
importance of the topic make it particularly relevant for understanding the historical development
of East Kazakhstan.

FOREST RESOURCES IN LIBERIA: SUSTAINABLE MANAGEMENT ISSUES
AND THE ROLE OF INTERNATIONAL COOPERATION
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Annotation. This article provides a comprehensive analysis of the condition, utilization
patterns, and management approaches of Liberia’s forest resources—a country where over 40%
of the territory is covered by forests and which possesses some of the largest remaining tracts of
tropical rainforest in West Africa. Liberia’s forests represent a unique ecological asset due to their
exceptional biodiversity and environmental significance. The article emphasizes that the forest
sector is not only vital for the country’s economic growth but also plays a crucial role in
maintaining ecological balance and supporting geopolitical stability in the wider region.

The study examines in detail the key challenges that hinder effective forest governance.
These include widespread illegal logging, insufficient institutional capacity, weak regulatory
mechanisms, corruption, and ongoing environmental degradation. The author highlights how
these challenges negatively impact Liberia’s socio-economic development, threatening its natural-
resource base and long-term sustainability.

Special attention is given to the role of international organizations, donor agencies, and
multilateral initiatives in promoting sustainable forest management practices. The research
underscores the importance of integrating international standards, strengthening environmental
monitoring systems, and enhancing the accountability of state institutions.

Although Liberia’s forest sector holds significant economic potential, the study also
emphasizes its vulnerability and the persistent difficulty of balancing resource-driven economic
growth with environmental protection. In conclusion, the article identifies the need to improve the
legal framework, reinforce governance mechanisms, increase local community engagement, and
pursue deeper institutional reforms. The study contributes to a broader understanding of forest
management challenges in fragile and resource-dependent economies.

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Annotation. This article analyzes the essence of land reforms during the Soviet era and their
impact on Kazakh society. The land policies implemented by Soviet authorities, particularly
collectivization and forced sedentarization, brought fundamental changes to the traditional economic
system of the Kazakh people. As a result, the nomadic and semi-nomadic population was forced to
settle, leading to severe consequences such as economic crisis and famine.

Additionally, the article examines the positions of Kazakh intellectuals regarding these reforms.
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Although the views of Alash figures and Soviet-era national intellectuals on land issues varied, their
primary goal was to preserve the land, culture, and livelihood of the Kazakh people. Some cooperated
with Soviet authorities and supported certain aspects of the reforms, while others opposed the injustices
of land policies and criticized them. The article aims to assess the long-term consequences of Soviet
agrarian policies and to historically evaluate the role and struggle of Kazakh intellectuals in this issue.
The article also examines the contradictions and contentious issues of the national- territorial
delimitation of the Soviet republics, which, in turn, was one of the factors influencing the ethnic and
state unity of the Kazakh people.

Introduction

Land is one of the essential factors for the existence and development of any nation.
In Kazakh society, land had long been the foundation of nomadic and semi- nomadic
livelihoods. However, at the beginning of the 20th century, Soviet agrarian reforms
brought fundamental changes to this traditional system. In particular, the land policies
of the 1920s and 1930s became a severe trial for the Kazakh people. Collectivization,
forced sedentarization, and the nationalization of land significantly affected people’s
way of life, leading to economic crises and famine.

During this period, Kazakh intellectuals held different positions on land issues.
Some supported Soviet reforms and attempted to adapt to the new system, while others
recognized the dangers of these policies for the Kazakh people and opposed them. The
leaders of the Alash movement and other national intellectuals fought to preserve
Kazakh lands and protect the interests of rural communities.

This study analyzes the impact of Soviet land reforms on Kazakh society and
examines the positions of Kazakh intellectuals on this issue. Based on historical data
and research, it aims to provide a comprehensive assessment of the consequences of
Soviet agrarian policies.

The 1920s marked a significant period in the process of shaping Kazakhstan’s
territorial boundaries. Following the October Revolution, the Soviet authorities were
compelled to reconsider the administrative-territorial structure in response to the
country’s political and economic conditions. Amid these historical transformations,
Kazakh intellectuals—particularly A. Bokeyhan, A. Baitursynuly, and M. Dulatuly—
worked tirelessly to defend national interests and preserve territorial integrity.

During this time, Kazakh intellectuals waged a determined struggle for national
independence and land rights. One of their primary objectives was to safeguard the unity
of Kazakh lands and achieve a fair territorial demarcation. Prioritizing national interests
over personal safety, these leaders devoted themselves selflessly to securing the future
of their people.

At the beginning of the 20th century, Kazakh intellectuals were divided in their
views on land issues. Analyzing this debate, historian M. Koigeldiev assessed the
proposal to allocate 15 desyatinas of land per person and transition to a fully sedentary
lifestyle as a dangerous step, arguing that it would lead to the economic collapse of the
Kazakh people under conditions of rapid colonization (Koigeldiev, 1995).

Even after the February Revolution of 1917, the Provisional Government continued
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the colonial policies of the Tsarist regime and failed to take concrete measures regarding
land issues in the Kazakh steppe. The proposals of the local population to limit the influx
of settlers from inner Russia and regulate land relations were ignored. Leaders of the
Alash movement advocated for a peaceful resolution to this issue, emphasizing the need
to halt migration and allow the local population temporary use of unoccupied lands.

Materials and methods

Currently, domestic historiography contains a limited number of scholarly
works and historical studies dedicated to land issues in Kazakhstan. While some
research examines the topic from economic, agricultural, and agrarian perspectives,
most studies reflect the ideological biases of the Soviet period.

Kazakhstan's land issue is closely linked to the broader history of agrarian
policies within the Russian Empire. Key historical sources include imperial
legislative acts, official reports, correspondence, protocols, statistical records,
telegrams, government orders, petitions from indigenous Kazakh communities and
peasant settlers, speeches delivered in the State Duma, and newspaper articles.

In the course of research, extensive use has been made of archival documents
housed in the Central State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Archive
of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan. This article primarily draws on the
works of both domestic and international scholars, enabling a comprehensive
examination of zemstvo activities. Furthermore, various historical documents,
particularly articles authored by prominent national intellectuals and compiled in
documentary collections, provide valuable insights into the complexities of the land
issue.

This study is grounded in established scientific methods, their classification,
and theoretical frameworks within academic research. The research adheres to
fundamental principles, including historicism, objectivity, the system-structural
approach, and social analysis.

The principle of historicism emphasizes the examination of events and facts
within their historical context, considering their interconnected development over
time. This approach makes it possible to understand societal evolution, the nature of
interethnic relations, and the interplay of social and historical processes. The
principle of objectivity ensures a balanced evaluation of phenomena by
acknowledging both their strengths and contradictions. The system-structural
approach allows for the identification of cause-and-effect relationships between
historical events, particularly the Russian Empire’s expansion and the
transformation of Kazakhstan’s traditional land relations.

By incorporating perspectives from social history, economic history,
intellectual history, imperial studies, biographical research, and oral history, this
study adopts an interdisciplinary approach. The integration of these methodologies
enhances the depth and scope of the research. Additionally, an analysis of historical
sources and historiographical works has been conducted, contributing to the
formation of an independent scholarly perspective.
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Discussion

The land issue remains one of the most complex subjects in Kazakh historical
research. To gain a deeper understanding of this topic, it is essential to examine key
works that provide significant insights. Among the notable Soviet-era scholars who
contributed to this field are A. Donich (Donich, 1928), M.G. Sirius (Sirius, 1928),
A.l. Chelintsev (Chelintsev, 1928), and S.P. Shvetsov (Shvetsov, 1926), among
others. These researchers generally maintained the view that, due to natural and
climatic conditions, the majority of Kazakhstan's territory was only suitable for
nomadic livestock farming.

S.P. Shvetsov, in particular, argued that the nomadic lifestyle and extensive
pastoral economy of the Kazakh people were essential and should be preserved
because of environmental factors. Additionally, under the direction of A. Alibekov,
he conducted an extensive study that examined not only the Kazakh way of life but
also the living conditions and land relations of Cossacks and Russian settlers. By
compiling and organizing available materials, he produced a comprehensive work
titled "Kazakh Economy in Its Natural-Historical and Everyday Contexts."

In 1926, the People's Commissariat of Agriculture of the Kazakh ASSR
published materials on land allocation norms in the republic (Shvetsov, 1926). While
contemporary researchers often cite this publication as an individual work by
Shvetsov, it was, in fact, a collaborative effort carried out under his editorial
supervision.

The issue of land in Soviet-era Kazakhstan has been thoroughly examined in
both Russian and Kazakh academic literature. Historians often cite S.D.
Asfendiyarov, a key figure in Kazakh historiography, who played a crucial role in
shaping Kazakhstan’s scientific historical narrative. He was one of the first scholars
to explore discussions on the civilizational unity of nomadic culture, critically
reevaluating early
interpretations that linked ethnicity to ancestral knowledge shaped by environmental
and cultural factors (Asfendiarov, 1998).

To gain a deeper understanding of the complex transformations within Kazakh
society, the comprehensive works of M.K. Kozybayev (Kozybayev, 1991), N.E.
Masanov (Masanov, 1995), and Zh.B. Abylkhozhin (Abylkhozhin, 1991) are
particularly valuable.

Some of the most significant research on the social dimensions of agrarian
history, conducted under the Kazakhstan Academy of Sciences, includes the studies
of G.F. Dakhshleyger and K.N. Nurpeisov (Dakhshleyger, Nurpeisov, 1985). These
scholars provided an objective perspective on land redistribution, emphasizing that
one of the Kazakh people’s greatest achievements in land use policies was securing
genuine equality.

In contemporary historiography, the in-depth and comprehensive studies of
A.P. Kozlov (Kozlov, 2015), N.A. Abdurakhmanov (Abdurakhmanov, 2014), and
S.Sh. Kaziyev (Kaziyev, 2014) deserve special attention. These authors analyze the
Soviet leadership’s land policies, highlighting contradictions and inconsistencies in
the early government decrees. They particularly focus on the central issue of
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resettlement, shedding light on the disparities between federal and regional
authorities in addressing this challenge. According to researchers, despite the urgent
need to resolve the agrarian issue in Kazakhstan, it required a thorough and well-
considered analysis rather than hasty decisions driven by fleeting political
sentiments.

J.U. Kydyralina, in her works, examines Soviet national policy in the 1920s,
revealing the conflict between Kazakh political parties and the national
intelligentsia, who supported the idea of "national communism," and those who
advocated for strict centralization. This clash also extended to land issues
(Kydyralina, 2009).

E.B. Sydykov argues that the policy of returning Kazakh lands and prohibiting
peasant resettlement had significant socio-psychological consequences (Sydykov,
1998).

Contemporary Kazakh researchers such as A.M. Auanasova and A.M.
Suleimenov have also addressed this multifaceted issue, particularly focusing on the
evolution of the delimitation of Kazakhstan’s state borders and the formalization of
its borders under Soviet rule (Auanasova, Suleimenov, 2010). N.B. Seidin has
studied the relationship between geopolitical changes and border policies across
different historical periods (Seidin, 2006).

In recent studies, Z.A. Amanzholova has emphasized the role of the "Alash"
party, noting that the territorial-national autonomy established at the Second All-
Kazakh Congress in Orenburg—comprising regions with a predominantly Kazakh
population—marked the beginning of Kazakh statehood (Amanzholova , 2014).

Numerous local scholars have documented valuable insights regarding land
settlement in the Irtysh region during this period. In her work “Famine in Semey
District and Its Consequences (1931-1933)”, K.K. Baisarina highlights that the
ineffective agrarian reforms implemented by the Soviet government were a key
factor contributing to the famine, detailing its impact specifically in the Semey
district (Baisarina, 2021).

Similarly, B.Zh. Atantayeva and her co-authors, in their study “Confiscation of
Rich Farms as an Integral Part of the Collectivization Policy in the 1920s-30s (Based
on the Example of East Kazakhstan)”, examine the process of property confiscation
from wealthy landowners in East Kazakhstan and the hardships faced by peasants
who lost their lands during this time (Atantayeva, Akhmetova, 2021).

The study by Zhanbosinova A.S. and colleagues, “Historical Memory of the
Modernization of the Kazakh Court in Soviet Narratives”, explores the effects of
land reforms on the social structure of the nomadic Kazakh people. These reforms
were implemented under the pretext of modernizing the Kazakh village
(Zhanbosinova, 2020).

Similarly, N.Sh. Ismagulov and D.M. Ismagulova provide a comprehensive
analysis of the development of land norms within Soviet land policy. Their article
emphasizes the significance of defining land norms based on newly uncovered
archival materials, examining the unique aspects of their formation and the methods
used to determine the land fund (Ismagulov, Ismagulova, 2022).

Additionally, significant interest is sparked by the foundational research of
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Harvard University professor Terry Martin (Martin, 2011). He offers a different
perspective on the well-known Bolshevik principles of internationalism and the right
of nations to self-determination, arguing that early Soviet national policies were
detrimental to the Russian population. Specifically regarding Kazakhstan, he
introduces historical evidence into academic discourse suggesting that Russian
peasants faced discrimination during the Land Reform of the early 1920s.

When studying the territorial division related to the land issue, another
important aspect should be highlighted. Western scholars note that until 1924, the
new Soviet government retained all administrative divisions of the former Tsarist
Empire, merely renaming them without considering their geographical or historical
relevance. The language and ethnic characteristics of the population were
disregarded.

For instance, "The former Steppe Governor-Generalship, located within the
territory of Soviet Kazakhstan, was transformed into the Autonomous Kyrgyz
Republic, while the Turkestan province remained unchanged and was renamed the
Turkestan Autonomous Republic."

A. Bennigsen writes that Muslim communist leaders advocated for the unity of
the Muslim nation and sought to establish Muslim states such as a Unified Turkestan,
the Tatar-Bashkir Republic, and a United North Caucasus. However, a unified
Muslim state posed a significant threat as a centralized competitor to Soviet power
(Bennigsen, 1983).

Results

The colonization of the Kazakh steppe has a long history. The pre-revolutionary
colonization of Kazakhstan can be divided into two stages: the military-Cossack
colonization, which lasted until the 1870s, and the subsequent mass migration of
Slavic and other European populations from the western provinces of the Russian
Empire. As a result, between 1870 and 1914, approximately 1,434,400 people
settled in what is now Kazakhstan (Alekseenko, Alekseenko, 1999). This large-
scale colonization
significantly influenced the region’s ethnic composition and left a lasting impact on
its economic, social, and cultural development.

One of the dominant demographic trends in pre-revolutionary Kazakhstan was
the gradual increase in the proportion of settlers and the decline of the indigenous
population. This trend was particularly noticeable in Northern and Eastern
Kazakhstan. By October 1917, on the eve of the Bolsheviks’ rise to power, the total
population of Kazakhstan reached 5,753,500 people (Alekseenko, 1993).

The starting point of Soviet Kazakhstan’s national-political history was the
signing of the decree by V.I. Lenin on August 26, 1920, establishing the "Kyrgyz
Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic” under the authority of the All-Russian
Central Executive Committee and the Council of People’s Commissars of the
Russian Soviet Federative Socialist Republic (RSFSR). The newly formed state's
borders were primarily drawn based on economic and political considerations rather
than a thorough acknowledgment of the historical and ethnic characteristics of the
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included territories. Consequently, it is unsurprising that Kazakhstan’s national
borders were revised multiple times over the years.

Soviet agrarian policy in Kazakhstan had unique aspects. Unlike in Russia’s
central European regions, where the Bolsheviks secured peasant support by
redistributing land from landlords, the land issue in Kazakhstan was less critical.
This was due to the absence of large landowners, with most cultivable land being
held by settlers and Cossacks. Following their rise to power, the Bolsheviks
struggled to fully execute their agrarian agenda. The October Revolution of 1917
symbolized the dominance of the communal peasant mindset, fulfilling a long-
standing aspiration to eliminate private landownership and redistribute land among
peasants according to labor-based norms. As the country edged closer to civil war,
the Bolshevik government sought to appease the peasantry by introducing its initial
agrarian policies— the Decree on Land (1917) and the Fundamental Law on the
Socialization of Land (1918).

At the beginning of the 20th century, in the socio-political life, the role of the
leader of Alash, Alihan Bokeyhan, was of great importance among the intelligentsia.
A. Bokeyhan considered his primary duty to be the restoration of the rights of
Kazakhs to their lands and territories, while avoiding bloody resistance from Russian
settlers, Cossacks, and others. The establishment of the Main Land Committee by
the Provisional Government in April 1917 to address land issues provided him with
many opportunities in this matter. As the commissioner of the Turgay region, he was
able to find an effective solution to the complex land issue in favor of the Kazakhs
under his jurisdiction, without causing significant complaints from settlers and their
representatives. This can be seen in subsequent events.

At the initiative of A. Bokeyhan, in April 1917, provincial Kazakh congresses
were held in several regions. In addition to discussing pressing issues of the time,
they raised demands for Russia to be declared a democratic federal republic, the
election of deputies from among the Kazakh people, and the establishment of civil
administration committees from the village level to the provincial level. Between
April 2 and 8, in Orenburg, under the chairmanship of A. Baitursynuly, the Turgay
Regional Congress adopted the following decisions under the sixth clause:

1. Kazakhs consider it fair that land be expropriated for state needs only after
the settlement process is completed, based on the principles established by the
Constituent Assembly.

2. Vacant plots, as well as unlawfully seized lands, must be immediately
returned to their former owners. Additionally, plots abandoned by old settlers must
be transferred back to their original owners.

3. Settlement activities in the Steppe regions and Turkestan must be halted.
The relocation of Kazakhs currently residing on unsettled lands should be suspended.
There should be a new land demarcation process, returning illegally taken homes,
hayfields, arable lands, and pastures to Kazakhs. In these areas, free haymaking and
livestock grazing should be permitted during the winter. Forest plantations cultivated
by Kazakhs should be returned to their former owners. Poor Kazakhs living near
forested areas should be provided with housing conditions (Alash-Orda, 1992).

This congress played a significant role in addressing crucial issues such as the
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unification of the Kazakh people and the resolution of land-related matters.

In this regard, it is particularly noteworthy that the Cossacks' congress "fully
supported the resolution of the regional Kazakh congress on the land issue and
decided to join it." Additionally, "The Kazakhs and peasants at the congress shook
hands, embraced as brothers... They declared, ‘Let us now be friends, let us resolve
minor border disputes through mutual agreement and unite through our committee.’
(Kyr balasy, 1917).

In July 1917, A. Bokeyhan decided in advance to leave the Cadet Party. He
explained his departure by stating that during the summer of 1917, he encountered
strong disagreements with other members of the Central Committee (CC) on three
key issues. The Cadet Party's CC supported the introduction of private land
ownership, whereas Bokeyhan was convinced that if Kazakhs acquired land as
private property, they would soon sell it to Russian peasants—just as the Bashkirs
had tragically done— and would ultimately be left with nothing. Additionally, at a
critical moment, the Cadet Party's Central Committee suddenly began opposing
Kazakh autonomy and the separation of religion from the state. In response to this,
Bokeyhan expressed his dissatisfaction, resigned from the Central Committee, and
announced his departure from the party at the First All-Kazakh Congress, held in
Orenburg from July 21 to 28, 1917.

He wrote about his decision in an article titled "Why | Left the Cadet Party." In
particular, he stated: "The Cadet Party supports private land ownership. In our case,
transferring land into private hands will lead to a situation similar to that of the
Bashkirs, where, after some time, land plots will be sold to neighboring peasants,
and Kazakhs will end up impoverished. The Cadet Party opposes national autonomy.
We, under the banner of Alash, strive to establish national autonomy... The Cadet
Party is against the separation of church and state, whereas | support this separation.
These three differences are clearly defined. Therefore, | decided to leave the Cadet
Party and organize the Alash Party." (Gali han, 1917).

Due to the frequent change of the All-Russian government every two to three
months, the leader of Alash-Orda, Alihan Bokeyhan, persistently and convincingly
defended the necessity of including the Siberian and Turkestan regions within the
Alash autonomy before each newly established Russian authority.

He also emphasized that Alash autonomy covered a circular-shaped territory
and formed a large political entity with a population of ten million (Alash-Orda,
1992). It is important to note that Bokeyhan and his Alash-Orda associates did not
aim to expel Russian peasants who had settled on Kazakh lands, nor the so-called
"German colonists” and Hokhols (a term used by settlers themselves and Tsarist
officials— Author’s note), as well as Cossacks and many other migrants. They did
not seek to deport them back to Russia. In all his works, research, articles, and
writings, Alihan viewed all categories of settlers as victims of the Tsarist
government's *"ill-conceived colonial expansionist policy."* After the fall of
autocracy, despite being a commissioner of the Provisional Government, he did not
allow Kazakhs to mistreat settlers or forcibly expel them from occupied territories.
Evidence of this can be found in his telegram sent from Orenburg on May 19, 1917,
while serving as the Turgay regional commissioner: "If the Kazakhs of Village No.
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2 in the Elek volost, resettled under Section No. 434, do not agree with the conditions
outlined in the protocol drawn up by the regional government chairman Tkachenko
and deputy chairman Kadirbayev on May 13, 1917, they will be forcibly expelled.”

Alihan Bokeyhan urged Kazakhs to live as peacefully as possible with settlers.
He accepted the settlement of Russian migrants in the Kazakh steppe as an already
established fact. On the eve of the declaration of Alash autonomy, he wrote: "A
boundary will be plowed between Russian and Kazakh lands, and beyond that,
Kazakhs shall no longer graze their livestock, mow hay, or cultivate crops. | ask you
to live in harmony with the Russians, without conflict. Otherwise, Kazakhs will be
punished.”" (CGARK.—-F.17.—Op.1.-D. 23.-L. 11

Regarding the land issue, the renowned poet and Alash activist M. Dulatov also
addressed this pressing matter in his poem "Kazakh Lands," stating: "If you lose the
land you have left today, You will only graze livestock on bare soil, Kazakh." With
these lines, he called for finding a solution to the escalating land dispute. During a
heated debate at the Kremlin on August 20, 1920, A. Yermekov gave a precise
answer to Lenin’s question, "Which territories will be included in the Kazakh
autonomy?" As a result, he successfully secured a 13,400-kilometer border in favor
of Kazakh autonomy. In this context, Ahmet Baitursynuly also emphasized the
importance of the land issue in his article "On an Unresolved Matter," published in
the “Kazakh” newspaper. He argued that the land issue was the most critical
problem, determining whether the Kazakh people would survive or perish.

To illustrate the difficult period of negotiations in the Kremlin for defining the
border between Kazakh autonomy and the RSFSR, here are a few little-known facts
from Kazakhstan’s history in 1919-1920. One notable fact is how 29-year-old
Alimhan Yermekuly (Yermekov) defended the oil and gas fields of what was then
Guriyev (now Atyrau region) from Soviet leader V. Lenin. A short excerpt from his
memoirs was published by Zhayik Bekturov in 1989 in the “Ortalyq Qazagstan”
regional newspaper under the article "Ush Aleken" ("Three Ali’s") (Bekturov,
1989).

The second fact concerns Ahmet Baitursynuly’s letter to the All-Russian Council
of People’s Commissars and the Central Executive Committee, which resulted in the

return of Kostanay Uyezd from Russia’s Chelyabinsk region to the jurisdiction of
the Autonomous Republic. Today, you know that Kostanay region has become the
“breadbasket” of an independent Kazakhstan, where at least a quarter of the
country’s annual grain harvest is produced. Would Alimhan Yermekuly and Ahmet
Baitursynuly have been able to defend and return these lands to the Kazakhs without
the irrefutable scientific and historical evidence presented by national leader Alihan
Bokeyhan? His archival proofs confirmed that Tsarist colonial authorities had
illegally seized these territories. Bokeyhan personally participated in negotiations,
particularly in discussions on defining the border between Kazakhstan and Russia.
Leading the Kazakh delegation, he attended meetings of the RSFSR Council of
People’s Commissars and negotiations in the Kremlin. However, he preferred to
remain in the background, supporting his younger colleagues—such as Yermekov—
by providing them with indisputable facts and arguments.
Or take another example: In his letter demanding the return of Kostanay Uyezd,
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A. Baitursynuly not only emphasized that he was born and raised in the region and
had worked there as a teacher but also provided concrete evidence that Kazakh lands
in the area had been illegally seized by Cossacks and settlers. To strengthen his
argument, he cited A. Bokeyhan’s 1908 article "The Future Desert," which detailed
these unlawful land acquisitions (Staryi Stepnyak, 1908). Bokeyhan’s leading role
in the border negotiations is further confirmed by A. Yermekov’s memoirs, as well
as an archival document provided by the Russian State Archive of Socio-Political
History (RGASPI) (RGASPI. —F. 17. - Op. 3. - D. 65. - L. 17.).

In 1928, Bokeyhan wrote and published a brief but highly valuable scientific
essay titled "Agriculture of the Karakalpak Region" in the journal "Kazakhstan’s
National Economy." At that time, the Karakalpak Autonomous Region was still part
of the Kazakh ASSR until July 1930. It remains unclear whether the Alash leader
published this essay out of concern over the RSFSR’s planned annexation of the
region or purely for academic purposes. However, on July 20, 1930, the Karakalpak
Autonomous Region was officially removed from the Kazakh ASSR and placed
directly under the RSFSR’s jurisdiction. Later, on December 5, 1936, it was
transferred to the Uzbek SSR. In the same year (1930), Uzbekistan also claimed
Tashkent as its new capital. Notably, between 1918 and 1924, under the leadership
of T. Ryskulov and S. Khodjanov, Tashkent served as the capital of the Turkestan
ASSR and effectively remained within the Kazakh ASSR until 1930. However, these
territorial redistributions took place when A. Bokeyhan was not only absent from the
leadership of the republic but also from his homeland altogether. Since 1922, the
"Alas-Orda" leader had been trapped in the "Moscow cage,” from which he could
only escape to his homeland occasionally.

In 1923, an administrative-territorial reform was initiated in the USSR, leading
to the process of national-territorial division in Central Asia. One of the main
objectives of this large-scale initiative, which continued for many years, was to
ensure the efficient use of the country’s natural resources. S. Saduagasov explained
that the reform concerning the Kyrgyz Republic aimed to consolidate regions with
similar climatic and ethnic characteristics into a unified economic-administrative
entity. While acknowledging the overall rationale behind the project, Siduagasov
also highlighted several issues that arose during the districting process,
particularly in defining the republic’s external borders. In his article, he
thoroughly analyzed all disputed territories of the autonomy, demonstrating which
regions should remain within the Kazakh ASSR. His conclusions were based on an
in-depth understanding of the ethnic composition of the uyezds and the types of
economic activities practiced in those areas.

In his previously published article, S. Saduagasov highlighted the national issue
in connection with economic districting, emphasizing this matter more thoroughly
in his role as chairman of the Kazakh ASSR Planning Commission. He stressed the
need to consider the historical characteristics of the planned district-based volosts.
Sadduaqasov argued that, due to the Tsarist government's policy of selective rather
than mass colonization of Kazakh lands, the current approach to districting did not
align with the framework of the modern economy (Sadvokasov, 1924). In this
context, it is worth recalling that in 1923, during the adoption of the RSFSR Land
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Code, the local government introduced an additional regulation. This regulation
established land-use relations in the Kazakh ASSR's nomadic and semi-nomadic
regions in accordance with the local characteristics of existing economies. However,
while expressing his views on settlement policies, Sdduagasov disagreed with the
content of this regulation.

In turn, Seyitgali Mendeshev, the first chairman of the Central Executive
Committee of the Kazakh ASSR and a member of the Presidium of the USSR CEC
in 1924-1925, insisted that the Tashkent Uyezd should be incorporated into
Kazakhstan during territorial disputes between the Kazakh ASSR and the Uzbek
SSR over the former Syr Darya region. Mendeshev based his argument on the fact
that the majority of the population in the Tashkent Uyezd were Kazakhs. He noted
a fundamentally incorrect tendency to count only the nomadic Kyrgyz (Kazakhs)
while disregarding the settled, agricultural Kyrgyz (Kazakhs), even though they
constituted the majority in several districts of the uyezd. Saken Seifullin, a
prominent representative of the revolutionary wing and Chairman of the Council of
People's Commissars of the Kazakh ASSR (1922-1924), frequently opposed what
Zh. U. Kydyralin described as the "colonial excesses of the central authorities." At
Kazakhstan’s Third Party Conference in March 1923, a representative of the central
apparatus, E. M. Yaroslavsky, harshly criticized Seifullin, accusing him of deviating
from the main line of the Russian Communist Party (Bolsheviks) and replacing class
struggle with national struggle.

Conclusion

By 1925, the process of unifying all Kazakh lands under the Kazakh ASSR was
finalized. This followed a decree by the USSR Central Executive Committee on
October 7, 1924, which established the Uzbek and Turkmen ASSRs, along with the
Tajik ASSR within Uzbekistan and the Kara-Kyrgyz Autonomous Region under the
RSFSR. As part of this decision, Kazakh lands that had been part of the Turkestan
Republic were transferred to the Kazakh ASSR, along with the Karakalpak
Autonomous Region, which remained part of it until 1930.

The Alash leaders took the land issue seriously, recognizing its significance for
the people’s well-being. Publications like “Aikap” magazine and “Kazakh”
newspaper
consistently highlighted land concerns, emphasizing the need to preserve national
unity and sovereignty. Many historical materials from these periodicals, which
contributed to intellectual, literary, and cultural discussions, were later
misrepresented or excluded from Soviet historiography. These newspapers and
magazines pursued ambitious goals, but many had short lifespans, with some ceasing
publication after just one issue. Nevertheless, they played a crucial role in political
debates, striving to fulfill their mission despite the challenges.

A detailed study of the 1930 pre-Soviet map of Kazakhstan, published in 1985
by researchers from Oxford University’s Central Asian Studies Society, shows that
the country's territorial boundaries once had a nearly circular shape (Kazakhs on
Russians Before 1917, 1985). This reflects the borders defined during “Alash-Orda”
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leader Alikhan Bokeikhan’s steadfast efforts to assert Kazakh rights over these lands
before the All-Russian authorities in 1918-1919. The map also illustrates how
Kazakhstan's present borders were formed following the separation of the Orenburg
region and the Karakalpak Autonomous Region. Bokeikhan’s remark on the eve of
“Alash-Orda’s” autonomy declaration—"These lands are sufficient for us, as long
as we protect and cultivate them"—highlights the critical importance of preserving
Kazakhstan’s vast territory.

KAZAKH POPULATION OF EASTERN KAZAKHSTAN IN THE WORKS

OF RESEARCHERS (LATE 19TH- 20TH CENTURIES)
Abstract.The article examines key issues related to the study of the Kazakh population
living in the eastern regions of Kazakhstan. The main objective of the work is to analyze and
systematize the scholarly contributions of researchers who have explored the culture, daily life,
and social structure of the Kazakhs of East Kazakhstan. Particular attention is given to the ways
in which these studies have evolved over time and the methodological approaches used by various
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authors.

Written sources about the Kazakh steppe became more numerous during the period of the
Russian Empire’s colonial expansion. Although the records produced by tsarist officials cannot be
classified as comprehensive academic studies, they nevertheless serve as extremely valuable
materials for understanding the historical and cultural development of the region. These documents
contain important ethnographic observations, descriptions of traditional customs, and insights into
the social relations of the local population.

Despite their limitations and certain ideological biases, the information found in these
sources remains relevant and continues to hold significant bibliographic value. Modern historians
and ethnographers still rely on these early accounts as supplementary evidence while
reconstructing the cultural heritage of the Kazakhs of East Kazakhstan. Overall, the article
underscores the importance of revisiting archival materials and reassessing past research in order
to gain a more complete and nuanced understanding of the region’s historical and ethnocultural
landscape.

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Abstract. Among the representatives of different ethnic groups living in the multi-ethnic,
multi-religious society of Kazakhstan, there is also a place for representatives of the Polish one.
Poles first appeared on the territory of Kazakhstan in the XVIII century. They were Polish rebels
who were exiled by the tsarist government to the Kazakh land. The local authorities forcibly
attached them to the population of Ural and Siberian Kazakhs against their will. The exiled Poles
participated in the national liberation revolts in Poland against the Russian Empire in 1830-1831,
1863-1864. A significant part of them was nobles. Among the Poles were many poets and writers,
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artists and doctors, engineers and lawyers.

The article analyzes the contribution of exiled Polish figures to the public atmosphere and
cultural transformation of Kazakhstan, tells about individual representatives of the Polish ethnic
group, which has contributed to the socio-economic development of East Kazakhstan. The authors
conclude that the objective studying of the problem of the history of the Poles on the territory of
Kazakhstan is of great scientific importance both for ethno geographical history and for the
consolidation of Kazakhstani society and the consolidation of national integrity in modern
conditions.

Introduction

The modern polyethnic composition of the Republic of Kazakhstan's
population has evolved over a long historical period. However, the socio-political
events of the XIX - XX centuries had the most tangible impact on this process,
primarily the forced migration of various social and ethnic groups, among which
were the Polish people.

Because of the sparsely populated vast territories and remoteness from the
center of Russia, Kazakhstan was a favorite place of exile of «undesirable» peoples.
One of the punitive measures applied by the Russian Empire against those
dissatisfied with its policy was political exile. By means of exile, the tsarist
government intended to increase the number of the non-Kazakh population in the
eastern region of Kazakhstan, considering it, among other things, as a tool for
colonization of the region. In the XIX century in the Russian Empire, there were
various types of exiles - settlement, hard labor, administrative exile, and expulsion
of residence. From European Russia to Western Siberia, and later to the Steppes
people were expelled administratively for crimes of a political nature. Almost all
of them lived in sparsely populated county
towns. The imprint on the stay of Poles in exile imposed the harsh climate which
complicated adaptation and was the reason for many diseases. The economic
backwardness of the county towns, the almost complete lack of industry (the
population was mainly engaged in nomadic pastoralism), the remoteness from the
center, and the underdevelopment of agriculture made it very difficult to find work
for the exiles. With few exceptions, most of the exiles survived mainly at the expense
of benefits.

The relevance of the topic is due to the widespread interest in «microhistory»
in historical science when the study of private events helps identify trends in society
as a whole. The study of the Poles' exile to the area of eastern Kazakhstan makes it
possible to determine its regional specifics, the social composition of the exiles, the
compilation of their short biographies, the study of their activities in places of exile,
the contribution of Polish exiles to the development of the region.

Materials and methods

The methodological basis of the study is general scientific methods of historical
research and scientific analysis. At the same time, the system and structural analysis
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Is important, which makes it possible to consider any developing phenomenon as a
certain system having the appropriate structure and functional significance. The
interdisciplinary nature of the problem leads to the use of a complex of different
research methods based on a systematic approach to international relations,
comparative analysis, and other methods that provide results objectively reflecting
the current state of the problem under study. So, important information about the
ethnography, demography, and interrelationships of the multinational population of
the Semipalatinsk region was available in the works of W. von Tsin, V. Nikitin, P.
Makovetsky, A. Pervushin, N.Ya. Konshin, G. Sopetov and F. Zobnin, which were
published in the Semipalatinsk gazettes kept in the funds of the Semey Regional
History and Local Lore Museum (Semipalatinsk Region Gazette 1880 Ne32,35, 37;
1882 Ne23/24; 1888 Nel9; 1898 No 28/29, Ne33, 49/50; 1896 Ned5; 1898 Ne3 26/27;
1902 Ne1-9).

Along with these essential provisions, the criteria of historical analysis are
included in the methodological basis, and the objectivity of the historical truth and
the degree of its correspondence to actual historical knowledge is of great
Importance. Particular attention was paid to source analysis, critical analysis of
sources, and their comparative study to obtain the most objective data. For this
purpose, unpublished (archival) documents and published sources were used, in
particular Notes of the West Siberian Branch of the Russian Geographical Society.
A source analysis of personal documents from the Archive of the President of the
Republic of Kazakhstan (F. 469) was carried out.

Discussion

Valuable information is presented in the articles of B. Gerassimov, a local
historian, one of the founders of the Semipalatinsk subdivision of the West Siberian
Branch of the Russian Geographical Society, a priest who in his works cited a list of
political criminals of Polish exiles, noted that exiled Poles were a... cultural element
(Gerassimov, 2012: 623).

The fact that Poles were also exiled to the territory of East Kazakhstan is
indirectly evidenced by the statistical data given by the well-known local historian
N. Abramov in articles about Semipalatinsk (Abramov, 1861: 140) and Ust-
Kamenogorsk (Abramov, 1863: 124).

Among foreign researchers, George Kennan should be noted. An American
traveler, having lived several years in Siberia, comprehensively studied the subject
of political repression. His work «Siberia and Repressiony, especially the chapters
on the eastern region of Kazakhstan, are a valuable source in studying the history of
Kazakhstan (Kennan, 1906).

In Soviet science, the problem of Polish exile was considered from the point of
view of the formational approach to the study of the historical process, the struggle
of the people with the tsarist government for independence was determined by the
role of the class struggle in history. The socio-political and cultural life of ethnic
diasporas, including Poles, is considered in the works of V.Z. Galiyev (Galiyev,
1965; 1978).
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In modern historiography, the history of Polish exile to Western Siberia, to
which East Kazakhstan was administratively related, the main areas of Poles'
activities in exile, and the problems of their adaptation to new living conditions are
covered in generalizing works. The collection «Poles in Siberia at the end of the XIX
— first quarter of the XX century: historiographic traditions, new directions and
perspectives of research» contains articles by Polish and Russian historians,
reflecting various aspects of the Polish presence in Siberia at the end of the XI1X —first
quarter of the XX centuries (Poles in Siberia, 2021).

Particularly noteworthy are the scientific works of the B.S. Shostakovich, who
published a number of works devoted to the history of exiled Poles in Siberia,
covering in detail the main forms of activity of Poles in Siberia, including daily life
and all kinds of creative activities, based on a broad documentary basis
(Shostakovich, 2015). In the studies of Shostakovich, a special place is taken by
fragments of memories of participants in the national liberation movement with
detailed comments from the author (Memories from Siberia, 2009).

A researcher N.V. Stepanenko addresses the historical conditions for the

formation of the Polish diaspora in Kazakhstan (XIX — early XX century), cultural,
educational, and scientific activities of political exiles in Kazakhstan, and also
distinguishes periods of political exile of Polish revolutionaries in Kazakhstan,
noting a separate stage of the participants of the revolts of 1831-1833 (Stepanenko,
2020; 2012).
Polish scientists contributed to the study of Siberian exiles (Tenze, 1990;
Sliwowska, 1991). The scientific works of the famous Polish scientist, professor of
the Institute of History of the Polish Academy of Sciences W. Sliwowska are well
known to the scientific community. A significant part of her research is devoted to
the history of Polish exile in Russia, which expands the concept of Polish exile in the
XIX century in Siberia since they are based on documents first introduced into
scientific use. V. Sliwowska's works present new data on the history of Polish exiles
to Siberia and study the role of exiled Poles in the history and culture of the region
(Sliwowska, 1998; 1991; 1996).

A separate group of studies at the present stage should include works that have
highlighted the economic structure, cultural, religious life, and identity of diasporas
living in East Kazakhstan. Researchers M.M. Rezontova and N. Petelskaya traced
the history of the settlement of Poles in eastern Kazakhstan (Resontova, 2011,
Petelskaya, Resontova, 2009). The history of the Polish diaspora in Kazakhstan is
considered in the work of B. Zh. Atantaeva, T.A. Kamaldzhanova. In addition, the
monograph notes individual representatives of Polish exiles, their participation in
expeditions on the Steppe, in the work of local scientific societies, and assistance to
the work of museums (Atantayeva, Kamaldzhanova, 2014).

Results

The beginning of the formation of the Polish population in the East Kazakhstan
areas was set with the Polish political exiles in the XVI11-XIX centuries who with
their education made a great contribution to the development of ethnography,
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geology, geography, and other sciences and had a great influence on the economic,
social and cultural life of Kazakhstan. Political exiles served as teachers, and
doctors, actively engaged in cultural and educational activities, contributed to the
creation of local history museums, opened libraries, and studied the nature of the
region.

The deprivation of Polish sovereignty led to armed protests from 1796 to 1863.
In the 1930s, political opponents of the autocracy, freedom fighters, among whom
were many Poles, members of the Polish national liberation movement of 1830-
1860, were exiled to the territory of Kazakhstan from tsarist Russia. The uprisings
were motivated by the desire to create a separate independent state from the Polish
Kingdom, which was part of the Russian Empire until 1917.

Distribution of exiles in areas was made by the Steppe General-Governor, and
in the cities by governors of the areas. It is difficult to say how they were guided by
this distribution, but it was of great importance to the exiles. The fact is that only
Petropavlovsk, Semipalatinsk, Ust-Kamenogorsk, and, perhaps, Pavlodar, could be
called cities, while others — Karkaralinsk, Zaysan, Kokchetav, Akmolinsk, and
Atbasar
- were small villages with 1-2 thousand inhabitants (Konshin, 1923:1).

Describing the demographic situation in cities, among other categories of the
population, N. Abramov notes that in 1861 in Semipalatinsk there were 27 men and
1 woman of the Roman Catholic faith, and in Ust-Kamenogorsk, there were 31 men
and no women. Such an unnatural gender ratio indicates the involuntary presence of
those people in the region. Other information on the social and age status of Catholics
living in the region is not available.

The First General Population Census of the Russian Empire of 1897 contains such
information on the number of Polish diasporas in the Semipalatinsk region. 128 men
and 67 women of Polish nationality lived throughout the region, 113 of them were
men and 66 of them were women (The first general census, 1897). This ratio of the
urban and non-urban population indicates, most likely, that the majority of Poles
living in the territory of the region belonged to the category of the supervised
population, that is,exiles. The predominance of male «exiles» disturbed the
authorities, as such gender inequality did not contribute to the exiles' desire to remain
in the place of exile forever. One of the first researchers of the life of exiled Poles in
the Semipalatinsk region

B. Gerassimov notes that the archives of the Semipalatinsk regional
administration and the Ust-Kamenogorsk city administration did not contain
evidence that the territory of the region was inhabited by participants of the uprising
of 1831. But there are certain references to political criminals exiled in 1840-1850
for belonging to secret political organizations (Gerassimov, 2012: 605).

Some of the exiles served a sentence of hard labor, after which they were
assigned to military service in various military units, and others were expelled to
East Kazakhstan for settlement. In the future, the Polish diaspora was replenished
by the participants of the Polish uprising of 1863 exiled to East Kazakhstan.

B. Gerassimov notes that «exiled Poles living in the Semipalatinsk region can
be divided into two categories: the first includes persons exiled in different periods
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of the XIX century, until 1863, and the second — those who got to Siberia for the
Polish uprising of 1863 (in official documents we did not come across any references
to settlement in the area of participants in the Polish uprising of 1831). Meanwhile,
according to private information — they lived in the Semipalatinsk region: there are
certain indications of the settlement of political criminals exiled there in 1848, 1849,
1850, 1851, and 1857. Those persons were exiled to Siberia because they belonged
to various secret political societies which the Government had discovered at various
times. Some of the exiles of the first category were serving a sentence of hard labor,
after which they transferred to military service and were distributed among various
linear Siberian battalions, while others were expelled to the Semipalatinsk region for
settlement. From the exiles of the second category, some served their sentences in
the region, as the original place of their exile, while others came to the Semipalatinsk
region from neighboring Siberian provinces, where they were expelled for
settlement, to find the necessary occupations. In Semipalatinsk, however, those of the
exiled Poles who, having served their military service in Semirechye, were
sometimes detained for a long time and returned to European Russia. Sometimes
Poles were sent to the Semipalatinsk region from the Siberian provinces adjacent to
the region, where they served their sentences in whole batches. Thus, in 1864, a batch
of 26 political criminals of Polish origin was sent to Ust-Kamenogorsk under police
supervision from Barnaul (Gerassimov, 2012: 606). B. Gerassimov cites not only
the full list of exiles, but also indicates their social status, most of them, namely 20
of 26 were noble, although on arrival at the place of exile they were attributed to the
bourgeois class, with all its duties, but with significant restrictions in rights,
especially in the right of movement.

A total of 18623 to 23056 rebels were sent to Siberia for their participation in
the uprising of 1863, according to various historians (Galiyev, 1965). As the historian
V.Z. Galiyev notes, the political exiles of the second half of the XIX century in
Kazakhstan were the first to attempt revolutionary propaganda on the Kazakh
steppes. Thus, in Semipalatinsk, Ust-Kamenogorsk, and other cities, political exiles
created circles in which political issues were discussed.

Only a few of the political exiles were wealthy people, most, as official
documents state, did not have their own «means of living». The source of existence
was the state

allowance, assistance from Russia, local mutual aid, earnings, etc. Sometimes the
exiles settled in the same apartment, arranged a common dining room, etc., and the
expenses for the poor were covered by the wealthier exiles. Besides, exiled Poles
weren't allowed to leave their place of settlement in search of work, they were
forbidden to trade in drinks, serve on free hire, cover different positions on
steamships, work as photographers, etc. Doctors who, in addition to their practice,
sometimes received permanent positions, lived better than others, then, despite the
prohibition, many of the exiles gave lessons, and some were engaged in advocacy.

In economic terms, the «Polish exiles», according to the Tobolsk governor,
could not be compared to voluntary migrants, because the latter, going to Siberia, to
new places, took with them their capital, farming tools, workstock, household
utensils, and sometimes even seeds, while Poles, going to Siberia with the hope of
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an early return to their homeland, did not have time even to sell unnecessary things.
Under such conditions, they, of course, could not and did not want to think about the
need for a settled stay in Siberia and did not even stock up on the necessary clothes,
taking with them to Siberia only what seemed most valuable to their memories and,
at the same time, taking care that the luggage did not exceed the 30 pounds of weight
required by law (Gerassimov, 2012: 609).

The exiled Poles were divided into two categories: the peasant class and the
privileged. The Government had tried to settle the first category of people on State
land in order for them to engage in farming. However, not all exiles expressed a
desire to settle on the land and to receive a grant for land cultivation. Some of them,
having received a subsidy from the Government, used the money for other purposes
because of the difficult economic conditions in which they were living. Another
category of Polish exiles, obliged to pay taxes and duties, consisted of a privileged
urban class. They were the ones who constantly complained about the police, who
ruthlessly took those taxes out. The difficult legal and material situation of the exiled
Poles was inherent, especially for the settlers of the Semipalatinsk province.

No less difficult were the conditions of spiritual life, especially in small towns.
There were no newspapers, libraries, or any other cultural institutions in the region,
except for Semipalatinsk. The population itself did not treat the exiles hostilely, but,
in general, did not show sympathy. Only in a few cities have exiles been able to
establish close contacts with the local population and have a lasting influence on their
lives. Such cities include Ust-Kamenogorsk, where many of the exiles stayed forever
and then played a big role in public affairs.

Polish exiles undoubtedly had an impact on the development of East
Kazakhstan. Due to the higher level of education than the local population, as well
as the acute shortage of literate and qualified officials, supervised Poles were often
in demand by local authorities as officials and clerks. Despite the prohibitions, they
were engaged in educational, social, and cultural activities. For example, Soleiman
Smolsky opened a school where he taught 30 boys and 2 girls to read, write, do
arithmetic, and the Law of God for 5 years. In Ust-Kamenogorsk, he had private
lessons in the homes of Colonel Katin, assistant police guard Treskin, and merchant
Kassatkin (Gerassimov, 2012: 672).

One example is Vikentiy Artsishevsky. Serving the exile in Ust-Kamenogorsk,
he taught children literacy and prepared students for admission to the gymnasium,
the cadet corps. After the end of police supervision in 1870, he continued his work
in the city administration as a clerk. From 1875 to 1905 he worked as an accountant
in the administration. In his spare time, he was engaged in beekeeping (Gerassimov,
2012: 651).

Soleiman Smolsky «in Ust-Kamenogorsk was known under the name Semyon
Yakovlevich. As a Catholic, at the same time, he knew Mohammedan (Muslim —
author's note) prayers in Arabic and did not hide his sympathies for Muslims. But,
with a tendency to Muslimism, Smolsky, however, did not perform ordinary
ablutions (in Islam, a prerequisite for prayer, which includes a number of
ceremonial actions — author's note), did not refuse to drink wine and served in the
wine trade. All that confused the Tatars (Kazakhs —author's note), who once, during
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Smolsky's visit to the mosque, put him in the face of the discrepancy between his
lifestyle and occupation with the requirements of Mohammedan law. After that,
Smolsky stopped visiting the mosque» (Gerassimov, 2012: 695).

In 1878, the Semipalatinsk administration allowed Leon Osipov Berberush,
who was exiled at the age of 20, to live in the cities of the Russian Empire, except
for the capital and the capital provinces. However, he decided to stay in East
Kazakhstan, settled in Ust-Kamenogorsk, and until the beginning of the twentieth
century worked as a clerk in the city police department. Most of the exiles were
educated people, but they were forbidden to hold any positions. For example, exiled
from Warsaw officer Karl Dlutowski for the rest of his life was engaged in painting
works in Semipalatinsk. Felix Kulovich was engaged in petty trading, but after the
October Revolution, he had to stop his trading activities. Some Polish exiles were
engaged in advocacy. However, advocacy was particularly persecuted by the
authorities, as the exiles in the complaints and petitions for citizens and Kyrgyz were
not afraid to disclose local administrative abuses.

At the wine distillery of the famous Semipalatinsk merchant Poklewski-Kozelle
Polish noblemen Mikhail Przygotsky, Joseph Shkultetsky, Mikhail von Galler,
Joseph Koselo, and Kazimir Medunetsky worked. Beekeeping in Ust-Kamenogorsk
was carried out by Nikolay Piotrovsky, Adolf Zemlevsky, and Ludwig Rostkovsky
worked in Semipalatinsk as a doctor, and Felix Kulvich was engaged in carpentry.

Many of the Poles in exile married local women. Families of exiled Poles, as a
rule, had quite a lot of children. Stanislav Petkevich had five children: daughter
Zoya, sons Vasily, Ignatiy, Boris, and Vsevolod. Also, Anton Sokolovsky had five
children: sons Nikolay, Evgeny, Basil, and daughters Maria and Evdokia. Stanislav
Yavorsky had six children: sons Alexander, Mikhail, and Georgiy, and daughters
Zoya, Valentina, and Olga. Leon Berberusch had four children: the son Nikolay,
daughters Elizaveta, Nadezhda, and Vera.

The exiles made a significant contribution to the ethnography and culture of
Kazakhstan. Most of them, after the exile, and after returning to their homeland, left
many written testimonies about Kazakhstan.

Jan Witort, being a member of the socialist circle, was exiled to Tomsk, and
from there to Semipalatinsk. Serving the exile in Semipalatinsk, Witort studies the
customs
and traditions of the Kazakh people. According to modern Polish ethnographers, he
was the first Polish to make an ethnographic description of Kazakhstan. Witort was
engaged in the study of the marriage ceremony of the Kazakhs and for the first time
described the features of the Kazakh wedding, which he himself attended in the
summer of 1884. Jan Witort's ethnographic notes were first published in the
scientific publication "From the Steppes of Central Asia" in Bratislava in 1899. In
his ethnographic notes, Witort writes: «... the age of marriage among nomadic
Kyrgyz for men is 15 years, for women - 16 years». And then he gives an explanation
that the requirement for greater physical maturity for a woman is explained by the
living conditions of nomads, where the entire burden of home and household work
fell solely on the woman. Early marriages among nomads were quite common, which
was explained by the desire to receive the dower (bride price). At the time described
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by Witort, the largest dower reached 32 horses and 100 camels for the rich and 9
camels and 2 horses for the poor. The poor had to work off the missing part of the
dower from their father-in-law or join the horses that he had left to his herd
(Stepanenko, 2020: 72- 73).

Jan Witort describes the matchmaking ceremony of the Kazakh people: «The
father of the boy should give the girl's father a gift — karbagan. Matchmaking is
performed by matchmakers - kudelar. The number of matchmakers depends on the
wealth of the groom, sometimes up to 20 people. The treat (during the matchmaking
—author's note) consists of boiled lamb, horse meat, kumys, tea, etc. The games are
made up of horse competitions — baiga, wrestling of strongmen, singing of men and
women. During this celebration, which is called toi kuda tenser, the matchmakers
were the subject of general jokes and mockery. The decisive moment is the last feast,
which serves a symbolic dish of baur kairyuk. It is prepared from the liver and fat of
a white sheep slaughtered at the beginning of the celebration and kurt (a type of
cheese). With this dish, the matchmakers treat the owners and their relatives, serving
it on the palms of their hands, trying to smear the face of the one who is treated. At
the end of the feast, the father of the bride distributes gifts to the matchmakers, which
are called kyit, their value among the rich is very significant» (Stepanenko, 2020:
74).

Adam Byalowsky, a political exile, was released from administrative exile in
the Astrakhan province in 1881, «but continued his revolutionary activities, for
which he was expelled to the Semipalatinsk region for three years. In 1882, in Ust-
Kamenogorsk, together with E.P. Mikhaelis began to work on compiling a
geographical map of the surroundings of the city. In addition, Mikhaelis and
Byalowsky traveled through the Rudny Altai and, after a thorough study, came to the
conclusion about the former state of the vast ice sheet in Altai. On the basis of those
studies, Byalowsky wrote an article
«The Ice Age in the Altai Mountains» in the English journal «Nature» in 1887
(Stepanenko, 2020: 39). At the end of the XIX century, after the end of the exile, he
returned to his homeland. At the beginning of the XX century, as part of the
expedition, he comes to East Kazakhstan, where he conducts geological surveys.
After the independence of the Polish State, he held the post of Deputy Minister of
the Armed Forces. In 1939 he became a victim of fascism.

Another equally famous Polish exiled to Semipalatinsk was Pavel Dmitrievich
Lobanowsky, the meeting with whom is described in great detail by the American
journalist and traveler George Kennan, who visited Semipalatinsk in 1885 (Kennan
1906: 84-85). Lobanowsky, as well as Gross, took an active part in the cultural life
of the region, they both stood at the origin of the creation of a museum and library
in Semipalatinsk.

On 4 August 1874, the Ministry of Internal Affairs notified the Semipalatinsk
Governor that the former political exiles exempted from police supervision were
allowed to serve in the public service. The situation of Poles exiled to Kazakhstan
in the early and mid-19th centuries was alleviated to a certain extent by the adoption
of the Manifesto of 28 March 1875, which granted some relief to those convicted of
participating in the Polish uprising of 1863. Many Poles left Kazakhstan as a result
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of pardons given at different times. Among those who remained in the Kazakh
steppe, a graduate of the medical faculty of the Moscow University Cezary
Osipovich Terajewicz can be distinguished. After participating in the Polish uprising
of 1863, he was exiled to Siberia, and in 1873 he arrived in Semipalatinsk as a county
doctor. In 1879, Cezary left for Inner Russia but returned to Ust-Kamenogorsk in
1889. Upon his return, he continues to practice medicine and provides assistance to
the local population. Terajewicz was a very educated and witty man. As B.
Gerassimov notes,
«the conversation of two friends — Mikhaelis and Terajewicz — seen daily, usually
was a brilliant cascade of words and bright, deep, original thoughts sprinkled with
signature humor. The verbal tournament of friends was of considerable interest,
revealing the great spiritual wealth of opponents» (Gerassimov, 2012: 601).

Severin Gross graduated in 1877 from the University of St. Petersburg with a
Candidate of Law degree and was an active participant in the Vilnius Socialist
Circle, which had been active since 1874. In 1882, he and other members of the
circle were exiled to Siberia for 5 years. The place of exile was determined by the
settlement of Ulbinsky, not far from Ust-Kamenogorsk. Together with other political
exiles (A.A. Leontiev, P.D. Lobanowsky), Severin Gross participated in the work of
the Semipalatinsk Statistical Committee that was working on geographical and
historical research of the region. In Semipalatinsk, Gross works in the office of the
Semipalatinsk district judge, Pole P. Makowsky. Published the work «Materials for
the study of Kyrgyz customary law» (1888), which studies Kazakh family, property,
and criminal law. S. Gross went to the Kazakh auls, collected information, and
visited Abai Kunanbayev (a famous Kazakh poet, the founder of Kazakh written
literature — author’s note), who explained to him a lot of details related to steppe
traditions (Stepanenko, 2020: 78-79). Gross also participated in the creation of a
public library, a museum of local lore in Semipalatinsk. Both of these institutions
played a big role in the cultural and political development of the local population.

G. Kennan, describing the acquaintance with political exiles A. Blok and S.
Gross in Ulbinsk, writes that both already had academic degrees and spoke French
and German; both were especially interested in political economy, and in their
appearance could pass as professors (Kennan, 1906: 88). Kennan describes them as
serious, educated, thinking people.
Wladyslaw Burdenewsky was exiled to Akmola for 5 years in 1888, after the
expiration of the period of exile he is employed at the station in Chita, where he
worked together with Siberian Polish Revolutionaries W. K. Kurtanowsky and A.
Kastyushko- Valyuzhanich. In 1906, after the uprising in Siberia, he was forced
to leave for Semipalatinsk. At that time in Karkaralinsk, in Zarechnaya Slobodka
Semipalatinsk there are speech performances by the workers. Upon his arrival in
Semipalatinsk, Burdenewsky led a social-democratic movement in the region,
urging the local population to oppose the tsarist government. He described the hard
life of Semipalatinsk workers in articles in local newspapers. Under his
leadership, the
«Union of Workers» and the «Community of Mutual Assistance of Workers» were
formed in Semipalatinsk. He was expelled from Semipalatinsk.
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The financial situation of the exiled representatives of the Eastern European
Diasporas was quite difficult, as described in the Notes of the Semipalatinsk
Subdivision of the West Siberian Department of the Russian Geographical Society.
In 1910, in particular, they as state criminals were forbidden to be engaged in trade,
gold mining, and medical activity. However, persons belonging to the taxed estate
were not exempted from taxes and other duties. By a manifesto on 26 August 1856,
the natives of the Kingdom of Poland, under police supervision, were allowed to
return to their homeland under the following conditions:

Firstly, the stay in exile for at least two years, secondly, «correction and
unquestionable remorsey, but far from all exiled Poles used the received permission
to return to their homeland, mainly due to the difficult financial situation and lack of
funds for moving from East Kazakhstan back to Poland (Gerassimov, 2012: 617).

In the Semipalatinsk region, exiled Poles also served in various institutions. In
Sergiopol alone, 22 exiled Poles served in the lower military ranks.

Despite the enormous potential of the territories of Kazakhstan in general, and
East Kazakhstan in particular, in the field of livestock and agriculture, this region
was significantly inferior to the European territories of Russia in the field of
education and basic veterinary science, which invariably caused the death of
livestock and the risk of the emergence of infectious diseases in people. Most likely,
therefore, the tsarist administration, providing steady growth of livestock farming
since the end of the XIX century, except for political exiles, began to send regularly
to East Kazakhstan experts having experience of work against epidemics and
epizootics.

We want to consider this issue using the example of the 3 individuals below,
who, in our opinion, played a major role in the development of livestock in East
Kazakhstan. Pavel Adolf Vladislavovich Aleksandrovich, a Collegiate Assessor,
- was a district veterinarian of the first section of the Karkaralinsky district of the
Semipalatinsk region. Completed his courses of sciences at the Warsaw Veterinary
Institute with a degree as a veterinarian. In 1914, by the Order of the Semipalatinsk
Governor, he was appointed, according to the request, to the position of the district
veterinarian of the Karkaralinsk district of the Semipalatinsk region (Archive of the
President of the Republic of Kazakhstan (AP RK). F.469. D.768. P.175. Personal
file of the veterinarian Vladislavovich Aleksandrovich).

The head of the Semipalatinsk Resettlement Board was veterinarian Pavel
Vasilievich Klepatsky, a native of the Volyn province. He completed a full course
of sciences at the Warsaw Veterinary Institute with a degree as a veterinarian. In
1902, he was appointed to the post of a veterinary doctor of the Semipalatinsk
district, and then he was sent to the Zaysan district to temporarily manage the
Maikopchagay, Alkabek, Chiliktinsk veterinary border guard posts. In 1903 he was
sent to the Koyandinsko- Botovskaya fair to strengthen veterinary supervision. He
was drafted into the army in 1904, and awarded the Orders of St. Stanislaus the 3rd
degree and St. Anne the 3rd degree for diligent service in the war with Japan. After
demobilization, he continued his duties as a veterinarian in the Semipalatinsk region.

P. Klepacki played an important role in the organization of the fight against the
plague of cattle in the Zaysan, Pavlodar, and Karkaralinsk districts. Awarded the
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rank of Collegiate Secretary, Titular Counselor, Collegiate Assessor, and Court
Counselor (AP RK. F.469. D. 804. P.83. Personal file of the veterinarian Pavel
Vasilyevich Klepacky).

A Collegiate Counselor Ivan Pavel Antonovich Wyrzykowsky was the
veterinarian of the Semipalatinsk district of the Semipalatinsk region. He had the
Order of St. Stanislaus, 3rd degree, dark bronze medal in memory of the war with
Japan. Graduated from the Warsaw Veterinary Institute with honors with a degree
as a veterinarian. He worked in Semipalatinsk as a veterinarian. There is evidence
of diagnostics practice of contagious animal diseases and vaccinations, as well as
methods of artificial insemination of animals (AP RK. F.469. D.782. P.72. Personal
file of the veterinarian Ivan-Pavel Antonovich Wyrzykowsky).

East Kazakhstan has been a center of cattle breeding since the olden days, at
the same time, the system of veterinary service was not sufficiently developed, and
there was a shortage of professionals able to work effectively in this direction. Most
likely, this is due to the fact that the tsarist administration regularly sent Kazakhstan
graduates of the Warsaw Veterinary Institute, who ensured the safety of livestock
and played a large role in the development of animal husbandry and applied
veterinary science in Kazakhstan. Considering that they were highly educated people
with a European education, they most likely took an active part in the formation of
the cultural and scientific life of the region. Unfortunately, the exact archival data
on their social and cultural activities has not been preserved, so we draw this
conclusion independently, drawing an analogy with representatives of the Polish
intelligentsia, who were exiled in the East Kazakhstan region after the Polish
uprisings of the X1X century.

Conclusion

Thus, the history of settling Poles on the territory of East Kazakhstan has a long
and largely tragic history inextricably connected with the past of the Russian Empire.
Having found themselves in the region due to different circumstances, Poles
organically joined the socio-political, economic, cultural, and demographic context
of the region.

Analysis of historiography and available sources on the subject allowed us to
reveal the historical picture of the formation and development of the Polish diaspora
in the territory of East Kazakhstan in the XIX — early XX century, highlighting
several migration flows in it and determining that the main contingent of the Polish
diaspora in the territory of East Kazakhstan was formed as a result of the repressive
policy of the Russian Empire.

In general, the Polish exiles had a significant impact on the socio-economic
development of East Kazakhstan. The Polish exile of 1860 is characterized by
a relatively high level of culture and education. B. Gerassimov noted in this regard
that «the exiled Poles were ... a cultural element. Among them, there were many
persons with education. The local intelligentsia treated them ... with respect»
(Gerassimov, 2012: 623). The educational activities of exiles, their occupation in
crafts, trade, beekeeping, etc. had a significant impact on the life of the region. In
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addition to culture, ethnography, and geography, Poles left a significant trace in the
exploration and study of the natural wealth of Kazakhstan.

Today, the Polish diaspora living in Kazakhstan, the descendants of Polish
Immigrants and exiled revolutionaries, have the opportunity to develop and preserve
their language and national culture on an equal basis with other ethnic groups living
in Kazakhstan.
