KAZAKH-RUSSIAN RELATIONS IN THE LATE XYIth AND XYIIth CENTURIES

Abstract. Introduction. The article analyzes the history of Kazakh-Russian embassy relations at the
end of the XVI-XVII centuries. In the 17th century, trade and diplomatic ties developed between the
two countries. Of particular importance in studying the problem on the scale of virgin lands is the use
of embassy materials of the Russian state of the XVI-XVII centuries. as a unique source. The
embassy's documents provide valuable information about the development and severance of ties
between the Kazakh Khanate and the Russian state. Despite the fact that this issue was studied during
the Soviet period, it is important to reveal its aspects that still need to be considered in depth and
realistically. Goals and objectives of the study — Analysis of the trends in the development of Kazakh-
Russian relations in the late 16th and 17th centuries; study of the features of Kazakh-Russian relations
in the late 16th century; identification of the reasons for the temporary cessation of Kazakh-Russian
relations in the early 17th century; demonstration of the revival of political and economic ties between
the Kazakh Khanate and the Russian state in the late 17th century. Results. According to the reports
of Russian ambassadors, the article identifies the direction, essence, political and historical
significance, features, and nature of the Kazakh-Bukhara relations in the late 16th and 17th centuries.
It is argued that the information contained in Russian diplomatic documents enhances the ability to
assess the geopolitical situation in Central Asia, verify historical events, and draw new scientific
conclusions. During the late 16th and 17th centuries, relations between the Kazakh Khanate and the
Russian state were not consistent or straightforward. The foreign policy conditions of the two
countries were directly related. The diplomatic ties established during the reign of Tauekel khan laid
the foundation for the formation and development of trade and economic relations between the two
states. At this stage, both parties expressed their interest in strengthening mutual cooperation, and the
issue of expanding ties was placed on the political agenda. However, due to external and internal
political factors, the development of relations became unstable, and Kazakh-Russian relations were
interrupted and revived at certain periods. Conclusions. The development of Kazakh-Russian
relations in the 16th and 17th centuries was shaped by the interaction of political interests and external
conditions in both countries, and this process is seen as an important historical milestone aimed at
deepening the political and economic ties between the two states. The study of this issue currently
contributes to the further development of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Russian Federation,
reflecting the historical continuity of relations of mutual cooperation and friendship.

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Abstract. In 1918, the Russian Communist Party (Bolsheviks) (RCP(b)) founded the Communist
Union of Youth (RKSM), also known as the Komsomol. The Bolsheviks pursued two main objectives:
the consolidation of class struggle among the younger generation and winning the youth over to their
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side. The article demonstrates which forms the Moscow Center used in working with communist
youth organizations of Western national minorities, including Russian Germans, in order to influence
the younger generation and divide youth along class lines.

The author of the article seeks to answer the question of what other means, apart from discipline and
repression, the Bolsheviks possessed for educating the “new man” and integrating the younger
generation into “socialist” forms of labor and life.

It is concluded that the creation of special national sections within the RKSM was a temporary and
forced phenomenon; they were merely a transitional form, a tool for conducting agitational,
propagandistic, and political-educational work among a part of the national youth who, due to their
lack of knowledge of the Russian language, were separated from participation in the general
organization of the All-Union Leninist Communist Youth League (VLKSM).

The communist youth organizations made a decisive contribution to the destruction of the traditional
patriarchal way of life in national regions and settlements, actively participating in anti-religious and
internationalist propaganda and agitation. It was precisely from among the young communists that,
subsequently, leadership cadres of all levels emerged to work in party and Soviet bodies. The policy
of the Central Committee (CC) of the RKSM toward German youth can be regarded as a model on
the basis of which the Komsomol leadership built its political line with respect to other national
minorities of the West.

Introduction

Having seized power in a multiethnic and multiconfessional state, the Bolsheviks soon realized
that the “human material” with which they were to engage was highly heterogeneous and resistant to
ideological “processing.” At the same time, the Bolsheviks believed that in establishing the “new
order” they could rely on one particular group within the post-revolutionary society to a far greater
extent than on all the others. This group was the youth. The dramatic demographic shifts caused by
the First World War and the Civil War had resulted in the “rejuvenation” of the country and a sharp
increase in the role of young people in society. According to the 1926 All-Union Census,
approximately 40 percent of the entire population of Soviet Russia belonged to the age group from
10 to 29 years (Corinna Kuhr-Korolev, 2001: 10). The “Children of October” were “destined” to live
under communism, and the younger generation was expected to grow up unreservedly devoted to
revolutionary and communist ideals.

The principal conduit of communist policy and ideology into the youth milieu—one of the key
“transmission belts” in the system of proletarian dictatorship — became the All-Russian, later All-
Union Communist Youth Organization: the Russian Leninist Young Communist League, later the All-
Union Leninist Young Communist League (RKSM-VLKSM). Built, like the Communist Party itself,
on the rigid organizational principle of “democratic centralism,” the Komsomol brought together the
most active and ideologically committed young people. Alongside the Communist Party, the army,
and the trade unions, the Komsomol functioned as one of the principal mechanisms of social mobility
in Soviet society, often propelling the holders of its membership card to the upper echelons of power.
More democratic and flexible than the Communist Party, the Komsomol also admitted individuals
from “socially alien” backgrounds, thus enabling opportunities for career advancement not only for
the children of workers and peasants, but also for those from families of former “exploiters.”

The unification of the “toiling” youth of town and countryside under the aegis of the Komsomol
ensured the upbringing of the younger generation in the spirit of communist ideals, while
simultaneously transforming the organization into a powerful reserve force for the Communist Party
(Corinna Kuhr-Korolev, 2004: 35-49). A considerable portion of young people, imbued with the
romanticism and rejection of injustice typical of their age, themselves sought to take the lead in
building the “new order” (Kuhr-Korolev, 56-77; S. N. Andreenkov, 2008: 11-12). The Program and
Statute of the Komsomol clearly defined the Union’s objectives: broad dissemination of communist
ideas among the youth, their active participation in constructing the new society, the promotion of
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proletarian worldviews and culture, and the upbringing of steadfast, conscious fighters for proletarian
ideals. While organizationally autonomous, the Komsomol was in practice an integral part of the
Communist Party, bound to it in an inseparable symbiosis (Andreenkov, 2018: 17-18).

The unified, rigid political structure of the RCP(b) and the RKSM (from the village or factory
cell to the Central Committee), permeating the entire framework of the RSFSR-USSR, made it
possible to rapidly restructure the vast country along “Soviet lines,” including its national enclaves.
Communist youth formations contributed to the dismantling of traditional patriarchal orders in
national villages, conducted anti-religious and internationalist propaganda, and served as a training
ground for cadres at all levels of the party and Soviet apparatus — without which the “new order”
could not function. It should be emphasized that by “order” we mean not only the Bolshevik regime
in the broader sense, but also the “internal order” of the party itself, i.e., the rules governing the life
and activities of the Soviet political-administrative elites. Importantly, the establishment of the “new
order” entailed the Bolshevik appropriation and reconfiguration of social and cultural landscapes
utterly alien to them (Aneignung). Above all, this applied to the village — the “idiocy of rural life” so
despised by the Bolsheviks — where the transformation of the traditional way of life into a modern
one, albeit in its specifically Soviet form, took place (Plaggenborg, 2006: 23-40; Beyrau, 2001: 197-
207). The present article seeks to examine these phenomena through the example of German youth,
the most numerous among the so-called “Western national minorities.”

Materials and Methods

The problem of youth mobilization in the years 1918-1930 must be examined within the broad
context of European and global transformations in the postwar period. In this regard, it is essential to
draw not only upon domestic studies devoted to the history of the Komsomol and socialist education
(German; Kuznetsov; Plokhotnyuk), but also upon the works of foreign scholars analyzing the
phenomenon of youth politicization in Germany and Europe as a whole (Corinna Kuhr-Korolev,
Plaggenborg, Terry Martin). The use of a wide range of scholarly contributions makes it possible to
identify both the distinctive features of national models of youth policy and the general tendencies
underlying the formation of the “new order.”

The methodological foundation of this study rests upon fundamental scholarly principles:
historicism, objectivity, a systemic-structural approach, and social analysis. The principle of
historicism has enabled the examination of Soviet and German youth movements within their specific
national contexts and their integration into the broader framework of the crises of the 1920s. The
principle of objectivity requires consideration not only of the positive outcomes of mobilization
policies, but also of their inherent contradictions, limitations, and failures. The systemic-structural
approach has made it possible to reveal the causal linkages between political ideology, processes of
modernization, and youth culture. Finally, the principle of social analysis has provided a means to
explore the mechanisms of generational identity formation and political loyalty, while also identifying
parallels and differences between the Komsomol and German youth organizations.

Discussion

The historiography devoted to the Komsomol and the involvement of German youth in the
Soviet project of the 1920s is quite extensive; however, comparative studies linking the process of
Sovietization of national minorities with the formation of the “new order” remain relatively scarce.
Soviet historians traditionally examined the activities of the Komsomol within the framework of
official ideology, emphasizing its “vanguard” role in the education of youth while paying insufficient
attention to the specific features of national sections and the resistance of traditional environments.

Since the late twentieth century, both Russian and international historiography has witnessed a
shift toward a more critical interpretation of the role of youth organizations. Important contributions
have been made by the works of Corinna Kuhr-Korolev and Plaggenborg, in which the Komsomol is
considered part of the broader processes of modernization and social control. These authors
underscore that, in the USSR, the Bolsheviks regarded youth as a key resource for restructuring the
village and dismantling the traditional order, including within national minority communities.
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Among the studies specifically devoted to Germans in the USSR, the works of Corinna Kuhr-
Korolev and Plaggenborg are particularly noteworthy. They highlight the dual position of German
youth, situated between traditional religious and family norms on the one hand and the demands of
Soviet ideology on the other. Scholars note that the creation of German sections represented a forced
compromise, necessitated by the language barrier and the need to take account of the specificities of
the national milieu. By the late 1920s, however, these sections were gradually dismantled, reflecting
the transition toward a standardized model of youth policy in the Soviet Union.

Thus, the analysis demonstrates that the participation of German youth in the Komsomol was
not merely a reflection of party directives, but rather a component of the broader process of
transforming traditional ways of life in the context of the emerging Soviet state. Turning to both
domestic and international scholarship makes it possible to discern the contradictory nature of this
policy: ranging from the expansion of opportunities for young people, particularly women, to the
imposition of coercive modernization, whose boundaries were firmly delineated by the system of
party control.

Results

The Bolshevik victory in October 1917 fundamentally expanded the social base of the
communist youth movement. Alongside urban working-class youth, increasing numbers of
representatives of the rural poor (primarily landless laborers) as well as students from the cities began
to join the ranks of the Komsomol. The creation of the All-Russian Communist Youth League was
dictated not only by the logic of class struggle, but also by the need to prevent “competing” socialist
parties — the Socialist Revolutionaries, Mensheviks, and anarchists — from subordinating the youth
movement to their own influence. The establishment of the communist youth union was likewise
conditioned by the circumstances of the Civil War, during which the majority of conscripts mobilized
into the Red Army were young people.

The First All-Russian Congress of Workers’ and Peasants’ Youth Unions marked the beginning
of the widespread formation of Komsomol organizations. Within the very first year, the membership
of the RKSM (Russian Communist Youth League) increased more than threefold. Komsomol cells
were established in many national districts of the RSFSR, as well as in national regions and republics
(Ukraine, Belarus, Turkestan, etc.), as constituent parts of the Russian Communist Youth League
(Kuznetsov, 1992: 22). By the time of the establishment of the Soviet Union in December 1922,
Komsomol organizations had already been formed in all national republics. Mirroring the structure
of the RCP(b), the RKSM rejected the federative principle of organization, and republican branches
were incorporated into it as parts of a unified whole.

The activities of the League in the republics and national regions possessed their own distinctive
characteristics. Komsomol cells conducted campaigns against “nationalist and religious prejudices,”
against the political “passivity” of young men and women, and intensified the struggle against “class-
alien elements.” In a number of regions where sizable groups of non-indigenous youth resided, the
institution of full-time secretaries of Komsomol cells was introduced, with rights equal to those of
district committee secretaries. In early December 1924, a national All-Union conference was
convened in Moscow, which addressed the question of Komsomol participation in cultural and
economic construction in the national republics and regions of the USSR, as well as the practical
implementation of the resolutions of the Third All-Russian Conference of the RKSM on the national
question.

“Who is not with us is against us”: The dynamics of Komsomol membership among
representatives of the Western national minorities.

One of the most significant indicators of the politicization of youth in the USSR was the
membership of the All-Union Leninist Communist Youth League (VLKSM). At the same time, the
leadership of the RKSM maintained that the Komsomol should encompass not only politically
conscious youth but also work to “re-educate” those deemed misguided or insufficiently politically
literate — i.e., to “retain within the Union all elements susceptible to re-education.”
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A major surge in Komsomol membership occurred in early 1924, when, following Lenin’s death
and in emulation of the RCP(b), the Komsomol initiated its own “Lenin enrollment.” During this
campaign, approximately 400,000 individuals — primarily of working-class background—were
admitted into the RKSM. In just three years (1923-1925), the membership of the RLKSM in the
USSR increased nearly sixfold, reaching 1.77 million. In 1925 alone, about 770,000 young men and
women joined the Komsomol. This sustained growth in membership was explained by youth’s greater
receptivity to communist propaganda, as well as by less stringent “purges” of the Komsomol ranks
compared with those of the Party. Whereas at the beginning of 1925 the total membership of the
Komsomol in the USSR stood at just over 1 million (1,020,456), by early 1930 it had surpassed 2.4
million (2,409,864) (Natsional’naya politika, 1992: 159).

However, exponential growth of the Komsomol ranks did not occur uniformly across the USSR.
One of the most problematic groups was youth from national minorities, including representatives of
the western nationalities. By the end of 1923, Komsomol membership in Ukraine numbered
approximately 43,000, of which only 433 were Poles (1.0%), 130 were Germans (0.3%), 43 were
Latvians (0.1%), and 40 were Estonians (0.1%). This was largely due to linguistic difficulties that
hampered political propaganda and agitation among these groups. In many cases, the bulk of
Komsomol members in the national republics and regions of the USSR were recruited from among
Russian youth, even in cases where Russians themselves constituted a minority population
(Natsional’naya politika, 1992: 161-164). For example, in the German Autonomous Commune
(Nemkommuna) as of January 1, 1924, there were only 54 RKSM members for every 10,000 German
youths (Russian State Archive of Socio-Political History (RGASPI), F. 1-MO, Op. 23, D. 225, L.
127). At the same time, Russians — who represented a “national minority” (about 22% of the total
population of the German Autonomous Region) — accounted for the overwhelming majority of RKSM
members, at 48.5%.

The dissolution of the national Komsomol sections in early 1930 and the transfer of all youth
work among national minorities into the general territorial organizations of the VLKSM led to a sharp
decline in membership among a number of Western minority groups. By the end of 1935, the number
of Estonian VLKSM members had decreased by 33.6%, Latvians by 26.4%, and Finns by 9%. The
only upward trend was observed among Germans, whose Komsomol membership increased by a
factor of 3.7. This phenomenon can be explained both by the continued existence of a national
Komsomol organization in the Volga German ASSR (where all VLKSM divisions and structures
operated in the German language), and by the massive outflow of German rural youth—driven by the
famine of'the early 1930s, particularly in Ukraine and the Lower Volga region—into industrial centers
and large cities, where Komsomol organizations possessed far greater capacity to “process raw
material” than in the rural hinterland.

During the years of the “Great Terror,” despite mass repressions on the basis of ethnicity, the
number of Komsomol members from among the Western national minorities not only failed to decline
but, on the contrary, increased. This phenomenon, most evident among Germans, was due not only
to comparatively lenient admission requirements, a broader social base, and less rigorous “purges”
than in the VKP(b), but also to the partial success of the Sovietization of the German minority. By
the mid-1930s, the ranks of the VLKSM had been entirely renewed through a “new wave” of youth
— the “contemporaries of October” — who proved more receptive to communist ideology and anti-
religious propaganda than the first generation of Komsomol members, many of whom had been born
under the “tsarist regime.” A crucial role in this process was played by the school system, which by
this time had been thoroughly “Sovietized,” as had the majority of its teaching staff.

To the kitchen, to the church, or to communism?

The Second Congress of the RKSM, held in October 1919, required all local committees to
broaden the involvement of young women — both workers and peasants — in Komsomol activities.
The congress categorically opposed the creation of separate women’s sections within the Youth
League. In order to attract girls into the Komsomol, cells were advised to organize special literacy
circles, handicraft groups, medical and sanitary courses, to explain Soviet legislation on social
insurance, and to involve young women more actively in the work of Soviet institutions (Slavnyi put’,
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1978: The leadership of the Central Committee of the RKSM repeatedly noted that the more “peasant”
the composition of the population in a given province, the smaller the percentage of young women
among Komsomol members. This phenomenon was particularly evident in the national regions and
territories of the USSR. “To strengthen the involvement of national youth in the League, to expand
its coverage by the Komsomol, to draw young women from among the nationalities into Union work
— this means conducting the broadest possible campaign among the peasantry...,” observed a 1924
review of the activities of the Central Committee of the RKSM in the national republics and regions
of the USSR (RGASPI. F.1-MO. Op. 23. D. 225. L. 124).

This was explained not only by the general weakness of propaganda work in the German
countryside and the absence of specific forms of engagement designed for German girls, but also by
the historically entrenched patriarchal character of German colonies, where women were deeply
religious, tied entirely to household duties, and financially dependent upon their families (RGASPI.
F.1-MO. Op.23. D.570. L.11). A further significant factor was the prejudiced attitude of male colonists
toward women in general and toward their social role within both family and community. According
to the CC of the RLKSM, only by actively involving young women in the economic and social life
of the German village on equal footing with men could they be made reliable allies of the Komsomol
(RGASPI. F.1-MO. Op.23. D. 850. L.27).

By the end of 1923, the overall proportion of young women from the national republics and
territories engaged in the Communist Youth League stood at 15.7% (RGASPI. F.1-MO. Op. 23. D.
225. L. 135). For comparison, the share of women within the RCP(b) across 28 nationalities of the
USSR was approximately half that figure, amounting to only 7.9% (1922) of the total Party
membership. A similar trend was observed among women from the Western national minorities, with
the exception of Latvians (see Table 1).

Undoubtedly, one of the additional factors contributing to the growth of German Komsomol
membership was the involvement of young women in the organization (RGASPI, F. 1-MO, Op. 23,
D. 569, L. 36). However, due to the political backwardness of the German village and the weakness
of local Komsomol cells, the Central Bureau of German Sections under the CC of the RLKSM carried
out virtually no special work among young women until the mid-1920s. By the beginning of autumn
1925, in Ukraine, out of 590 Germans who were members of the Komsomol, only 95 were girls (16%)
(RGASPIL. F.1-MO. Op.23. D.570. L.6). Despite the sharp overall increase in the number of German
Komsomol members in Ukraine by the end of 1925, the proportion of female members stood at only
5% (RGASPI. F.1-MO. Op.23. D.366. L.86), and by April 1926 it had risen to just 9% (RGASPI. F.1-
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MO. Op.23. D.570. L.60). A similar situation could be observed across the USSR as a whole (Brtihl,
1999: 435).

In one report of the Crimean regional committee (OK) of the Komsomol, submitted to the CC
of the RKSM (September 2, 1925), the condition of female colonists was vividly characterized: “But
perhaps the most downtrodden and passive part of the population of the German colonies are the
women and girls. They, especially the latter, are in such a state of passivity that they can be compared
to an Oriental girl. With great difficulty can the German girl be drawn into attending meetings or
performances... Moreover, she is as cruelly exploited as the German child. The German girl performs
the same fieldwork as the man and, in addition, must still manage to keep the household kitchen in
cleanliness and order.” (RGASPI. F. 1-MO. Op.23. D. 570. L.108).

Given these circumstances, the leadership of the Central Bureau of German Sections concluded
that all work among girls should assume “a more cultural than political character” (RGASPI. F.1-MO.
0p.23.D.569. L.41). Recognizing the overall difficulties of involving German girls in the Komsomol,
it was decided initially to engage them in social-educational and cultural-enlightenment activities
within the colony, and only as they achieved political “maturity” to admit them into the ranks of the
Komsomol itself (RGASPI. F. 1-MO. Op.23. D. 569, L.36).

Throughout the existence of the German sections, this category of the German population was
consistently regarded as the most politically passive and requiring the closest attention. As noted in
the resolution on work among the female population of the colonies, adopted by the delegates of the
Fifth All-Union Conference of German Sections of the VKP(b) in late 1924: “The female colonist is
the guardian of old traditions and religious cults. Therefore, work among colonist women aimed at
involving them in Soviet, party, and cooperative construction will contribute to their
revolutionization...” (RGASPI. F.549. Op.4. D. 82. L.18).

The spectrum of the gradual “politicization” of German women colonists was fairly broad,
ranging from participation in various commissions of village soviets, mutual aid committees, and
cooperatives, to representation on school councils and people’s courts. Seeking to draw women out
of the domestic sphere and involve them in socially useful labor, party and Komsomol bodies
organized summer nurseries and kindergartens, “mother-and-child” departments within cooperatives,
“colonist corners” in village reading rooms, and separate cooperatives of poor peasant women. A
special women’s quota was allocated for German colonist girls in educational institutions of different
levels and profiles (RGASPI. F.549. Op.4. D.82. L.18).

Formally, party and Komsomol committees remained on the sidelines, leaving the initiative to
the colonist women themselves. In practice, however, all work concerning the “politicization” of
women in the colonies was under strict party control, including the establishment of “women’s
departments” (zhenotdely) and the selection of activists. The post of women’s organizer was reserved
for a candidate of German nationality with obligatory knowledge of Russian. This requirement was
linked to the fact that the organizer was responsible for the political education of women, and the
“women’s literature” supplied to village reading rooms was, as a rule, in Russian. Around the
women’s organizer, a circle of activists was formed, consisting of so-called “delegatki” (delegates)
elected at community meetings in their places of residence. These delegates were then distributed
across numerous commissions attached to village soviets, district executive committees, and trade
unions: presidiums of village soviets, land commissions of district executive committees, reading
rooms, and so forth.

Alongside their representative work in commissions, the women’s departments were tasked
with organizing educational activities for women: literacy campaigns, lectures on medicine and
hygiene, and similar initiatives (Plokhotnyuk, 2001: 142-143). Yet, work among women often
assumed a formal character. In most cases, the organization of women’s departments was entrusted
to schoolteachers, in addition to their primary teaching load. The programs and work plans of the
women’s departments, issued by district women’s councils, were written in Russian, which
significantly complicated the activities of organizers in German villages. The participation of German
women colonists in commissions of various levels was, as a rule, nominal, owing to their lack of
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training, insufficient competence in many matters, and the language barrier (Plokhotnyuk, 2001: 133-
144).

By the end of 1926, across the USSR, women accounted for only 9% of German members of
the VLKSM (RGASPI. F.1-MO. Op.23. D.569. L.27). The activation of specifically female-oriented
initiatives within the Komsomol — such as the creation of “special” choral groups, handicraft courses,
and gardening and horticulture circles — gradually yielded results, though not to the extent anticipated
by the Central Bureau of German Sections (RGASPI. F.1-MO. 0p.23, D.570. L.43). Particular
attention was devoted to organizing non-party conferences for German girls, at which, according to
the words of the Komsomol leadership itself, they were simply “pushed” into the presidium
(RGASPI. F.1-MO. Op.23. D.366. L.15). Similar efforts began in Siberia in mid-1926, but without
significant success. According to reports from German Komsomol activists, work in women’s circles
proceeded rather “sluggishly,” and the number of participants left much to be desired. For example,
throughout the Slavgorod district (November 1926), handicraft circles were attended by only 49
German girls (RGASPI. F.1-MO. Op.23, D.560. L.146). Thus, the number of potential candidates for
Komsomol membership was growing only very slowly and remained far below the targets set by the
Central Bureau of German Sections under the CC of the VLKSM (RGASPI. F.1-MO. Op.23. D.560.
L.147).

A notable exception was the Komsomol organization of the Volga German ASSR, where the
share of female members rose from 23% in 1924 to 27.5% in 1928, primarily owing to the admission
of German girls (German, 1994: 64). By the end of 1929, the proportion of young women in the VVolga
German ASSR reached nearly one-third of the entire organization (31%), and the Komsomol
organization of the Volga German Republic ranked among the highest in the USSR in terms of the
proportion of female members (German, 1994: 153-158). Owing to this factor, the overall number of
German girls in the VLKSM nationwide reached 1,164 by the end of 1929, or 24.0%.

It should be added that among other Western national minorities, the proportion of girls in the
Komsomol was somewhat higher: Poles — 25%, Latvians — 30.2%, Estonians — 33.3%. The highest
proportion of female members was recorded among the Finns, where they accounted for 41.5% (see
Table 3).

The dissolution of the national Komsomol sections in early 1930 and the transfer of all youth
work among national minorities into the general territorial organizations of the VLKSM led to a sharp
decline in membership among a number of Western minority groups.

This
phenomenon can be explained both by the continued existence of a national Komsomol organization
in the Volga German ASSR (where all VLKSM divisions and structures functioned in the German
language) and by the massive outflow of German rural youth-driven by the famine of the early 1930s,
particularly in Ukraine and the Lower Volga region - into industrial centers and large cities, where
Komsomol organizations had far greater capacity to “process raw material” than in the rural
hinterland.

During the years of the “Great Terror,” despite mass repressions carried out on the basis of
ethnicity, the number of Komsomol members from among the Western national minorities not only
did not decrease, but, on the contrary, increased (see Table 4). This trend, particularly evident among
Germans, can be explained not only by the comparatively lenient conditions of admission into the
VLKSM, the broader social base, and less rigorous “purges” in comparison with the VKP(b), but also
by certain successes in the “Sovietization” of the German population.

Conclusion

The Bolsheviks’ rise to power was marked by a radical rupture of continuity and a total rejection
of the “Ancien Régime” in all its manifestations. This sharply negative attitude extended to the elites
of the Russian Empire. After the end of the Civil War, the “former people” were not only removed
from positions of power but also subjected to widespread discrimination and repression. Even those
segments of the “old” elites whom the Bolsheviks accepted into service — technical and military
specialists, professors and teachers, and others — operated under conditions of strict surveillance and
intense pressure.

This made the question of creating new, communist elites — the bearers of political authority —
all the more urgent for the Bolsheviks. In Soviet Russia — USSR there were two principal institutions
responsible for training such elites: the Communist Party and the Communist Youth League. These
political institutions simultaneously functioned as powerful vehicles of social mobility, often
propelling holders of party cards and Komsomol badges to the uppermost levels of the Soviet power
hierarchy. At the “entry” to these elevators, various “filters” and “barriers” were installed to exclude
potential careerists in favor of the “orthodox” representatives of the proletariat and the poorest
peasantry. Within the institutions themselves, the practice of regular “purges” served to protect the
ranks of the Party and the Komsomol from “opportunists,” individuals who concealed their social
origins, or those exposed for ties to the “former people,” and so forth.

This model of political elite formation functioned throughout the Soviet period, though at
different stages of Soviet Russia — USSR it assumed distinctive characteristics. The 1920s entered
Soviet history not only as a period of forced consensus between communist power and society but
also as a time when the Soviet regime operated in the mode of an “affirmative action empire” (Terry
Martin, 2001: 1-28). It was precisely the Bolsheviks’ “ethnophilic” policies of the 1920s, aimed at
supporting and preserving ethnic particularity, that led some historians to describe the USSR as a
successor to the Habsburg Empire (Mark Mazower; see Siehe, 2000). And although the Bolsheviks’
“ethnophilia” was grounded in entirely pragmatic aims — namely, the desire to Sovietize national
minorities through the use of national “instruments” — it nevertheless carried numerous advantages
for diasporic communities.

As this study demonstrates, one of these advantages was the intensified recruitment of new
political elites from among ethnic groups. In the case of the Russian Germans, the Bolsheviks were
also prepared to minimize the “filters” and barriers to entry into the Communist Party and the
Komsomol, making allowances for the non-proletarian social background of German youth in order
to ensure their broadest possible integration into party and Komsomol ranks.

As the above statistics on the growth of German Komsomol organizations demonstrate, by the
late 1920s this policy had begun to bear its first fruits, despite resistance from traditional ethnic and
confessional environments. In German villages, an entire “stratum” of Komsomol youth emerged,
acquiring vital experience in multifaceted socio-political activity — ranging from the ability to “speak
Bolshevik” (Stephen Kotkin, 2001: 250-328) and mastering the rules of the Soviet political system
to exercising leadership in grassroots soviet, cooperative, and cultural-educational institutions, as well
as participating in political campaigns. Another crucial aspect of this experience for young Germans
was the struggle against the conservative religious peasant milieu. Although this experience remained
modest compared to the Stalinist mobilizations and terror of the 1930s, already in the 1920s German
youth successfully assimilated the worldview of “fighters of the vanguard detachment” of the
Communist Party, learning to identify “enemies” and to act ruthlessly against them. Under the NEP,
the circle of “enemies” was comparatively narrow, yet the struggle against “kulak™ and “clerical”
influence became a necessary element of the future transformation of the German village in the 1930s
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under collectivization. Political skills were acquired not only by young men but also by young
women, who by the late 1920s were increasingly participating in the socio-political life of the
colonies.

The activities of the national Komsomol cells represented one of the key factors in the
establishment of the new order in the national village and in the Bolsheviks’ appropriation of rural
landscapes that were profoundly alien to them. Yet the pace of this “appropriation” was deemed
clearly insufficient by the party-state leadership during collectivization, leading in the 1930s to the
abandonment of Sovietization of ethnic groups through national instruments and the curtailment of
the policy of “affirmative action.”

Proponents of the totalitarian theory have interpreted the communist organization of Soviet
youth above all as an institutional and functional component of the Bolshevik dictatorship. By
contrast, the “revisionist” approach — with its attention to the “weak spots” of the Bolshevik regime,
to “spaces of freedom,” social deviance, and arenas of both resistance to and cooperation with the
regime — has significantly differentiated our understanding of popular, including youth, attitudes
toward the Soviet system. The present study demonstrates that the positioning of young Germans
ranged from outright rejection of Soviet power to active participation in the establishment of the new
order. A significant segment of German youth clearly expressed their desire to become “truly Soviet”
people, particularly since Bolshevism did indeed modernize traditional ethno-confessional
landscapes, producing a symbiosis of the Soviet and the national. This modernization especially
affected German girls, who, thanks to Komsomol membership, for the first time gained an opportunity
to move beyond the confines of family and church, acquiring a modern mentality. Yet the degree of
modernity achieved by the new order in the German village should not be overestimated — its
boundaries were defined by a system of authoritarian dictate with its utopian pretension to total
control and obedience, and the processes of modernization were coercive in character.

THE ROLE OF SEMIPALATINSK AND CHARSK WHOLESALE TRADE IN THE FAIR
NETWORK OF RUSSIAN-ASIAN COMMERCE IN THE STEPPE REGION IN THE
SECOND HALF OF THE XIXth CENTURY

Abstract. The purpose of this study is to determine the place of the Semipalatinsk and Charsk fairs
within the all-Russian fair network of the national trade market. Using their example, the research
reveals the interdependence and mutual influence of trade in one of the chains of Russian-Asian
import-export commerce, based on the exchange of goods produced in the Steppe and used as raw
materials for Russia’s industrial processing centers. The study identifies the connections of these fairs
with Turkestan, particularly through the transshipment of “Tashkent” goods to Siberian fairs. It
highlights the food supply role of the two fair groups of the Semipalatinsk region of the Steppe
Territory for the gold mines of Eastern Siberia, as well as the exchange of livestock and agricultural
products with the neighboring areas of southern Western Siberia. Based on the analysis of the product
assortment, the character of trade at the Charsk and Semipalatinsk fairs before the construction of the
Trans-Siberian Railway is defined: rural fairs retained great significance for Kazakh pastoralism,
while urban fairs declined. The leading role of Semipalatinsk merchants in organizing fairs and trade
is emphasized. The fairs’ role as intermediaries in foreign trade with China is also identified. An
analysis of trade turnover, assortment, and routes of goods movement is provided.

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Abstract. This article examines the historical relations between the Kazakh and Dzungar Khanates
in Central Asia during the 17th—18th centuries. This period marked a significant stage in the region’s
political development, as both khanates played a crucial role in shaping the geopolitical balance of
power in Inner Asia. The study explores the political, military, economic, and cultural dimensions of
their interaction, focusing on the dynamics of conflict, cooperation, and transformation.

The research analyzes the establishment of diplomatic relations between the Kazakh and Dzungar
rulers, as well as the causes and outcomes of military confrontations and peace negotiations. Special
attention is given to trade relations, cross-border cooperation, and cultural exchanges that influenced
the development of both states. In this context, the article emphasizes not only the wars and rivalries
but also the civilizational and cultural significance of these relations for regional history.

Drawing upon archival materials and recent scholarly works, the authors highlight the complex and
interdependent nature of Kazakh—Dzungar relations. By systematizing documentary sources, the
study contributes to filling historiographical gaps and expanding academic understanding of interstate
relations in XYIIth—XYIIIth century Inner Asia. The results provide new insights into the historical
role of the Kazakh and Dzungar Khanates in shaping the political landscape of the region.

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Introduction

The rise and fall of steppe empires, from the Huns to the Mongols, influenced the history of
Eurasia. The landscape played a crucial role in determining the fate of nomadic peoples and their
interactions. The Kazakh Khanate and Dzungaria emerged as independent political entities at a time
when settled empires such as the Ming Dynasty and tsarist Russia were gaining strength. Control over
resources and trade routes, especially along the Great Silk Road, led to inevitable conflicts between
the Kazakh Khanate and the Oirats, which were influenced by their geographical, political, and
economic goals. This article explores the historical development and complex relations between the
Kazakh Khanate and Dzungaria, focusing on key events, diplomatic relations, and military conflicts.

Any state has objective goals that are dictated by geographical and economic, political and
social conditions dictated by it. Exploring the history of the rise and fall of steppe empires from the
Huns to the Mongols, Lev Nikolaevich Gumilev describes the role of landscape in the fate of nomadic
peoples and the principles of their coexistence. The relations of steppe communities, although
different from those of settled peoples, directly depend on access to the vast pastures of Eurasia and
control over key trade routes along the route of the Great Silk Road (Gumilev,1992).

At the turn of the XV and XVI centuries, such fundamental changes took place in the expanses
of Eurasia as the fall of the Yuan Dynasty in China and the studied rollback of the nomads back to
the steppes, the fall of the Golden Horde and the emergence of independent khanates. Thus, the
emergence of independent subjects of the Kazakh Khanate and Dzungaria occurred against the
background of the strengthening of settled empires, such as the Ming Dynasty in China and tsarist
Russia, which, after the final collapse of the Golden Horde, will begin to include the lands and
khanates of the once great ulus of Jochi (Gumilev, L.N. Ot Rusi k Rossii, 1992). Thus, the Kazakh
Khanate and Dzungaria, as independent states with their own objective political and economic goals,
arose in the context of a shrinking steppe zone of Eurasia and settled centers, which inevitably became
targets of the aforementioned powerful neighbors. This situation has led to inevitable conflicts over
control of resources and the means to achieve their practical goals. The conflicts between the Oirats
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and the Kazakhs, if not inevitable, were objectively predictable. All this gives a very complex,
multifaceted and ambiguous character to the relations between the Kazakh Khanate and the Oirats.

Materials and Research Methods

The key sources for this research are mainly Chinese synchronous sources supplemented by
Russian sources of the XIXth-XXth centuries, which introduced Chinese historical chronicles into
scientific circulation (Boldyreva, 2014). These sources provide a critical insight into the complex
relationship between the Kazakh Khanate and the Oirats, covering a wide historical period from the
XVth to XVIIth centuries. The research method includes a detailed analysis of primary historical
documents, including chronicles, diplomatic correspondence, and military reports, along with
secondary literature that provides historical context.

Discussion

While the conditions of the emergence and strengthening of the Kazakh Khanate until the death
of Kassym Khan and the subsequent decline due to increasing internal strife are well studied and do
not require additional attention within this framework due to their well-known and accessible nature,
the history of the Dzungarian Khanate and the formation of its founders are not the subject of study.
Expansionist aspirations to the West require separate coverage. The interest of the Oirats in
conquering the nomadic lands of the Jochi ulus and the cities of Central Asia manifested itself in the
middle of the XV century (Zlatkin, 1964). Moreover, as noted in the chronicles of the Ming Dynasty,
the Oirats were viewed as an opponent, who nevertheless managed to strengthen his position in the
steppe, as evidenced by the adoption of the title "kagan" by the Oirat rulers (Feoktistov,1992).
According to Chinese sources, this event dates back to 1453 during the reign of Khan Esen, four years
before the invasion of the Oirats into the former territories of the Golden Horde, where the process
of ethnogenesis of the Kazakhs was approaching its final stage.

A significant role in the further formation of Kazakh-Oirat relations was played by the invasion
of the Oirats into the territory of Moghulistan and the Uzbek ulus led by Uch-Temir Taiji in 1457. As
a result of the heavy defeat and loss of significant influence in the steppe by Khan Abulkhair, the
sultans Kerey and Janibek took advantage of the situation and moved to Moghulistan, where they
formed the core of the future Kazakh Khanate (Kukeev D.G, 2008). Understanding the complex
subordinate relations of the first Kazakh khans with Moghulistan and Shaibanids, as well as the
stubborn struggle between the Khans of Moghulistan and the Oirats for Semirechye and East
Turkestan, it is safe to speak about stable diplomatic relations between the Kazakhs and the Oirats.
This is due to the presence of both overlapping and mutually exclusive interests and the need to realize
them. More detailed information is provided by Mirza Muhammad Haidar Douglat, who describes
the Oirat invasions of the Khans of Moghulistan (Mirza Muhammad Khaidar Dulati, 2024).

Indeed, Chinese synchronous sources note the consolidation of the Oirat tribes and the
strengthening of their positions in Mongolia and Central Asia in the late XV - early XVI centuries
against the background of the weakening of tribal unions in Eastern Mongolia, as well as the
emergence and strengthening of the Kazakh Khanate (Pokotilov, 1893). By the beginning of the 16th
century, the pastures of the Oirats were sandwiched between the Kazakh Khanate and Eastern
Mongolia. The Oirats had to wage stubborn battles with their neighbors, who sought to expand their
pastures at the expense of Oirat lands and oust them from the markets of settled countries. Thus,
having exhausted the possibilities of advancing to the east, the only way to advance and strengthen
the Oirats remained the lands of East Turkestan, the oases of Turfan and Central Asia (Boldyreva,
2014 p. 112).

In addition, a particularly important fact that gave a unique character to the relations between
the Kazakh Khanate and Derben-Oirat was the adoption of the title "kagan" by the Oirat ruler, an
event noted in Chinese sources (Kukeev, 2008 p. 28). The fall of the Mongol Yuan Dynasty in China
may have eliminated the power of the Great Khans in China, but it did not destroy the institution of
the Genghisid Khans in Mongolia itself, forcing the Oirats, who had established themselves in
Western Mongolia, to recognize nominal dependence on the Genghisids (Mote F.W, 1961). However,
as a result of the power struggle between Tokta Buka Khan and the ruler (Taishi) of the Oirats, Esen,
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the latter won. In 1453, Esen besieged Karakorum, where Tokta-Buka Khan lived. Most of the tribal
leaders of Eastern Mongolia defected to the side of Esen, as the Oirat envoys informed the Chinese
emperor in the same year (Pokotilov D, p. 96). However, this situation did not find a positive response
among the Kazakh khans and the upper aristocracy integrated into the administrative system. After
the death of Esen-taishi, the conflict between the Mongols and the Oirats continued and ended with
the formation of the Dzungarian Khanate in 1635.

The history of the relationship between the Dzungars and the Kazakhs in the 16th century
acquires a much more complex character. Evidence of this complexity can be found in the history of
the Kazakh embassy headed by Kul Mohammed to the tsar of All Russia and Grand Duke of Moscow
Fyodor Ivanovich. On January 20, 1594, a documented conversation took place between the Kazakh
ambassador and Uraz-Muhammad. Of particular interest is the following passage: "Now your uncle
Tsarevich Tevkkel has taken control of the Kazakh Horde, and his brother Tsarevich Shakhmagomet
has been placed among the Kalmyks, and they are all migrating together in an alliance, and there is
now temporary peace with the Bukhara tsar, and with the Nogais and their descendants," the brothers
are at peace, and with the children Tenekhmat and Urusov — neither here nor there" (PGADA. F. Op.1,
p. 6). The report refers to a tribe or part of the Oirat tribes that managed to migrate from Western
Mongolia in the late 1590s (Zlatkin, 1964 p. 69).

The reasons for the migration of these Oirat feudal lords from Dzungaria can be explained by
the socio-economic conditions and the external political situation of the Oirat society of that time. In
the historiography of the Soviet era, it was believed that by this time the Oirat society was facing a
serious crisis caused by two main factors. Firstly, due to natural population growth, there was a
general shortage of pasture areas. Secondly, intra-feudal feuds between the rulers intensified,
prompting some Oirats (including Kalmyks, primarily Torgouts, Derbets, Hoshouts, and others) to
relocate. These events can be considered as harbingers of the later expansion of Dzungaria, when the
tribes of the Torgouts migrated from Altai to Russian territories, and the Khoshouts migrated from
the Altai region to the area around Lake Khukhunor, thereby expanding the influence of the Oirats to
vast regions of Central Asia. This point of view is shared by N. Bichurinu (Zlatkin, 1964 p. 59).

Results

In general, the analysis of historical sources shows the evolving nature of Kazakh-Oirat
relations, which fluctuated between open military operations, diplomatic alliances and trade
agreements. The expansion of the Oirats to the West, the strengthening of the power of the Kazakh
Khanate, and the growing influence of external empires such as Russia and China have all shaped the
political landscape of Central Asia. The Kazakh-Oirat conflicts were caused not only by territorial
disputes, but also by broader geopolitical shifts and internal struggles within both the Oirat and
Kazakh states.

The Central Asian states and Kazakh rulers faced similar problems. Mahmoud Choros, a
contemporary of that era, described this problem in the following words: "... There are more Mongols,
as well as their livestock; now they feel cramped in the Kashgar Mountains..." (Shah-Mahmud
Churas, 2010). Obviously, when the opportunities to increase their own means of production, that is,
fertile pastures, were exhausted, the armed forces were used as the only means of demonstrating
power in politicThe Central Asian states and Kazakh rulers faced similar problems. Mahmoud
Choros, a contemporary of that era, described this problem in the following words: "...

Moreover, back in the time of Khan Taukel, in the late 1590s, the
Kazakh Khanate attempted to oust the Dzungars from the Eastern Semirechye (Zlatkin, 1964, p. 77).

It should be emphasized that the further development of Kazakh-Dzungarian ties is closely
linked to the emergence of another "center" of Dzungarian political influence — the migration of some
Oirat tribes between the Volga and Ural rivers, who adopted the new self-designation "Kalmyks". On
August 20, 1609, the Kalmyks officially recognized their vassalage to tsarist Russia, whillt should be
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emphasized that the further development of Kazakh-Dzungarian ties is closely linked to the
emergence of another "center" of Dzungarian political influence — the migration of some Oirat tribes
between the Volga and Ural rivers, who adopted the new self-designation "Kalmyks". On August 20,
1609, the Kalmyks officially recognized their vassalage to tsarist Russia, whie maintaining close ties
with their main core in Western Mongolia (Boldyreva, 2014, p0. 114). The creation of their own state
education on the Volga dates back to 1633.

Thus, by the beginning of the 17th century, the Kalmyks not only replaced the Nogai factor in
the system of relations between the Kazakh Khanate and Russia, but also became a key player in
regional international politics. Consequently, both the Kazakh Khanate and the Dzungars considered
the possibility of accepting Russian suzerainty to realize their own interests in the region.

The aggravation of relations between the Dzungarian avation of relations between the
Dzungarian and Kazakh khanates occurred in the second half of the 17th century. The essential
difference lies in the fact that before 1635, the Kazakhs faced disparate Oirat tribes, whereas after
their weakening they faced a single Dzungarian state, which became even stronger after the reforms
of Khan Batu Taiji (Zlatkin, 1964, p. 111). Interestingly, according to the reports of the Astrakhan
governor I. According to Repin, the authority and power of KAccording to Repin, the authority and
power of Khan Batu Taiji reached such heights that there are documented appeals from him to the
merchants (that is, the Kalmyks) demanding that they be resettled back to Dzungaria. Conversely, at
the beginning of the 17th century, centrifugal tendencies were observed in the Kazakh Khanate.
During the reign of Yessim Khan (1598-1628), Sultan Tursun consolidated his position

In an attempt to balance the growing power of the sultans, Yessim Khan introduced a new set
of laws, the "Old Way of Khan Yessim", aimed at strengthening the judicial apparatus (Kazybek Bi)
(Sanchirov, 2010). Conversely, within Mongolia and under direct pressure from the Dzungarian
leadership, most of the laws of the "Great Code" were created with the aim of codifying customary
law in the interests of the feudal elite and legally consolidating the existing feudal socio-economic
relations between the Mongols and the Oirats (Shah-Mahmud Churas, 2010).

The aggravation of relations between the Oirats and the Kazakhs is recorded in synchronous
Russian sources. Several important and intriguing events describe the complexity of relations not
only between Kazakhs and Dzungars, but also between many actors in the region at the beginning of
the 17th century, which are extremely important to consider in this context.

The first event recorded in Russian sources is related to contacts between the "vassal of the
Bukhara Khan", the self-proclaimed Khan Tursin, and the Dzungars: "The envoy of the Khan of
Bukhara sent his envoys to the Kalmyk Taish with the following purpose: merchants of the Khan of
Bukhara go to Russian cities with goods and your Kalmyks beat and rob the merchants of Bukhara
on the road... Otherwise, I will send my warriors to you."(Moiseev, 1991) Tursyn Khan's threat was
not fulfilled, and soon he took a hostile position towards the Khan of Bukhara, later teaming up with
Yesim Khan against Bukhara.

The second important passage from Russian documents not only points to the existing conflict
points between the Oirats and Kazakhs in the steppe, but also to the fact that at the beginning of the
17th century, the close diplomatic relations of the Kazakh rulers could be demonstrated by several
documented cases described in the works of I.Ya. Zlatkin and other authors like V.A. Moiseev. "And
Altyn Khan joined forces with the Kazakh land, and the Kazakh people joined forces with the Nogais
(against the Oirats)... they expect that the Kazakh hordes will soon attack the Oirats from their side"
(TsGADA, f.Zyungarskie, 1620). It can be concluded that the Oirats posed a significant threat to the
possessions of both the Nogai and Kazakh aristocracy, as well as to the East Mongolian tribes, which,
with rare exceptions, retained the hereditary power of the Genghisid princes, one of whom was Altyn
Khan. This position is confirmed by the words of the Tobolsk merchant Mukhtar Avzheyev.: "The
Mughals settled together with the Kazakh horde and the great Kyrgyz" (TsGADA, f.Sibirskii
prikaz,d.6). This letter dates back to 1625. As a result of the formation of the anti-Oirat coalition in
the 1620s and 1630s, the Oirat tribes were increasingly forced to relocate to the borders of the Russian
state, which was actively reported in official Russian correspondence. However, this situation has
changed dramatically due to the internal Jungar conflicts, which, however, ended with the coming to
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power of Batu Khuntaiji and the intensification of the struggle between Yesim Khan and Sultan
Tursin.

During the reign of Batu Khuntaiji, a number of military conflicts and major battles took place,
including the legendary Battle of Orbulak in 1643, also described in Russian sources by Ambassador
G. Ilyin: "And Yangir went to meet Taishi with an army, and there were 600 troops with Yangir"
(Zlatkin, 1964, p. 129). However, in addition to the well-known story of Zhangir Khan's victory, this
passage is interesting for another reason — it contains the intentions of the Oirats to continue their
campaigns further: "... and in the spring the Taishi want to go to war against them, Yangir and
Yalantusha" (Moiseev V.A, 1991 p. 139). Only the death of Batu Khuntaiji, followed by a dynastic
struggle between his 11 successors for the throne, gave the Kazakh Khanate a temporary respite. In
addition, the defeat of Altyn Khan in the war of the East Mongol hearth and the further consolidation
of the tribes around the Oirat union and the descendants of Batu Khuntaiji, who assumed the title of
the Fifth Dalai Lama, also marked the beginning of a future catastrophe in Dzungaria by another
nomadic people, the Manchus, who founded their own dynasty in China in 1644 (Zlatkin, 1964 p.
155). Moreover, the situation became even more acute with the inclusion of some Mongol Khalkha
tribes and the Khalkha region itself into the Qing Empire. The looming threat from the Qing Empire
required action, and in 1688 the first series of hostilities between the Dzungar Khanate and the Qing
Empire began. It is worth noting that due to the growing Chinese threat to the Dzungarian state and
the concentration of political attention of the Kazakh khans on the Sibanids in connection with the
intensified struggle for the Syrdarya cities, this led to a temporary easing of the conflict, but not to
peace. Presumably, already in the early years of the reign of Khan Tauke, the eastern theater was
considered as secondary, and diplomatic efforts were focused on finding allies specifically in the
southern, Bukhara direction.

Existing sources report the activation of embassies in Moscow and attempts to establish
diplomatic relations with Safavid Iran and the Mughal Empire in India (Atygaev, 2015). The main
goal of Tauke Khan's diplomacy until the middle of the 18th century was to find allies against the
Shibanids and Bukharians, but not against the Oirats. The situation has worsened in direct connection
with the events in East Turkestan and Mongolia. One can talk about the development of such
diplomacy by analyzing Russian diplomatic sources. Former Russian envoys to Turkestan recorded
the intriguing words of the khan "Tauke": "Which of the Turkic sultans or the Kizilbash shahs is
greater than him, Tauke Khan"? The court of Tauke Khan was well informed about the key events in
the Safavid states and India only through regular correspondence and the exchange of embassies. In
general, positioning oneself as an equal ruler with the strongest players in the Eurasian space may
indicate the presence of strength and ways to project power in the region.

However, before continuing to consider the relations between Kazakhs and Oirats at the
beginning of the 18th century, it is necessary to return to Oirat affairs. The defeat and death of Galdan
Boshoktu Khan in 1697 marked the end of the armed struggle of the Oirats for the Khalkha region,
which came under the control of the Chinese Qing Dynasty. However, to the credit of the deceased,
Chinese sources directly point to the victories of the third Khanate. Yuan Ye personally reflects on
the defeated enemy, listing among the conquered and defeated lands and cities "Turfan, Sairam,
Khasak, Bukhara and Samarqan" (Zlatkin, 1964, p. 208). The Oirats managed to free up the forces
occupied by the war and send them to solve problems in the Kazakh direction, even with the help of
Tsevan-Rabdan, the nephew of the deceased Galdan Boshoktu (Gumilev, 1992 p. 105).

Of course, the conflicts between the Kazakhs and the Oirats at the end of the 17th century did
not end, although, despite their secondary nature for the Oirats, they were successful. In addition,
relations with the Oirats became even more complicated due to the active strengthening ofthe western
center of Oirat influence, namely the strengthening of the Kalmyk ruler Ayuki, who assumed the title
of "khan" in 1690. Interestingly, this title was adopted from the Dalai Lama and clearly agreed with
the "great Oirats" in the east (Istoriya Kazakhstana, 2024 p. 104).

However, attention should be paid to another important change in the policy of the Dzungarian
Khanate after the death of Galdan Boshoktu. In his work, I. Ya. Zlatkin gives the following
interpretation of events: Galdan Boshoktu was the uncle of Tsevan-Rabdan. During the first war with
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the Manchus, Galdan Boshoktu lost power due to an uprising and the loss of operational logistics and
sources of replenishment, which came under the control of Tsevan-Rabdan. The latter, having come
to power, made peace with the Qing Dynasty and, in fact, resigned himself to the loss of the Khalkha
region, but focused his attention on the west and Tibet. The latter was conquered in September 1717
(Zlatkin, 1964 p. 225). However, this event could not go unnoticed by China, which could not allow
the Dzungars to control the most important ideological center of Lamaism and began new military
operations in 1719-1720. Is it worth mentioning that the Kazakh feudal lords tried to take advantage
of this turn of events and regain the regions of Semirechye and Eastern Kazakhstan in 1719 (Istoriya
Kazakhstana, 2024 p. 104, p. 105). The future catastrophe in the history of the Kazakh people will
occur during the war between China and the Dzungarian Khanate. In 1722/23, military operations in
Tibet ended with the death of the Qin Kangxi Emperor.

Realizing the danger posed by the Dzungarian Khanate at the beginning of the 18th century, the
Kazakhs sought an alliance with Russia to fight the Oirats. The Oirats themselves provided a
convenient pretext for such negotiations: Russia considered unacceptable the very possibility of the
appearance of a "Turkic-Mongolian" entity on its southern borders. The strengthening of the Kazakhs
or Dzungars was considered unacceptable (Moiseev, 1991 p. 41). Moreover, during Buchholz's
expedition to Southern Siberia and the Irtysh, fierce resistance from Oirat detachments was
encountered. In addition, territorial disputes and issues related to taxation of various tribes led to the
emergence of a long chain of diplomatic relations between Tsevan-Rabdan and the Siberian governor
Prince Gagarin. Seeing an opportunity to capitalize on the strained relations between the Oirats and
the Russians, the Kazakh feudal lords tried to form an alliance with Russia. Russian sources document
the arrival of Kazakh ambassadors to Prince Gagarin, who expressed themselves as follows: "If the
Khan and the entire Kazakh horde wish to be at peace with His Majesty's people or to fight only with
the Kalmyk ruler Kontoi... then the Khan and the entire Kazakh horde, numbering twenty or more
people, "thirty thousand will always be ready" (Zlatkin, 1964 p. 226). However, Russia did not agree
to such agreements, demonstrating its attempt to maintain a neutral position, skillfully playing to the
interests of both sides. Moreover, after 1723, the Kalmyk Khan Ayuka, wishing to take part in the
new expansion of the Dzungars and protect himself from the retaliatory actions of the Kazakh and
Karakalpak troops led by Khan Abulkhair, actively turned to Russia for help. This fact is recorded in
an official letter dated December 12, 1723 (Istoriya Kazakhstana, 2024 p. 104, p. 107).

Conclusion

Thus, it can be concluded that Kazakh-Dzungarian relations cannot be considered in isolation
from the political and economic factors in Central Asia. The struggle between the two states spanned
a long historical period, the active phase of which occurred at the beginning of the XVI century and
lasted until the end of the reign of Galdan Tseren. Relations between Kazakhs and Oirats developed
unevenly, going through periods of both strengthening and weakening of the two states during the
XVI-XVII centuries.

These relationships were complex and varied, including open military conflicts, diplomatic
maneuvers, alliances, and trade agreements. Both sides sought to maintain and strengthen their
influence in the region, influencing their domestic politics and economic development. Mutual raids,
military campaigns, and political intrigues were an integral part of their interaction, having a
significant impact on the lives of the peoples inhabiting Central Asia.

The political ambitions and economic interests of the Kazakhs and the Dzungars often clashed,
which led to periodic tensions and lull in their relations. These relations were also influenced by
external factors, such as the influence of neighboring states and empires, which sought to use the
conflict to their own advantage. Thus, Kazakh-Dzungarian relations represent a complex and multi-
layered process reflecting the dynamics of political and economic changes in Central Asia during this
historical period.

Kazakh-Oirat relations during the XV-XVII centuries were characterized by a complex
combination of military conflicts, diplomatic maneuvers and changing alliances. Although the
Kazakh Khanate and the Oirat tribes initially had common interests, their rivalry intensified as both
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sides sought to control key territories and resources in Central Asia. These conflicts, along with the
influence of neighboring settled States, laid the foundation for a dynamic and turbulent period in the
history of Central Asia. The developing relations between these two nomadic powers reflect the
broader historical processes that shaped the political and economic landscape of Eurasia in that era.

PREREQUISITES AND DEVELOPMENT OF THE SYSTEM OF EDUCATION AND
ENLIGHTENMENT IN EAST KAZAKHSTAN IN THE SECOND HALF OF THE XIXth
CENTURY

Abstract. The article provides a comprehensive analysis of the formation and development of the
education and enlightenment system in East Kazakhstan during the second half of the 19th century.
In this period, socio-economic changes, the colonial policy of the Tsarist government, as well as the
cultural and spiritual needs of the local population determined the prerequisites for the establishment
of the public education system. The study examines the process of opening the first schools, their
organizational structure, curricula, and educational approaches. It also highlights teaching methods
in schools and madrasahs, the training and social status of teachers, and the renewal of educational
content under the influence of traditional lifestyles and enlightenment ideas, as well as the interaction
between two cultural spheres. Special attention is paid to the role of educational institutions in the
socio-cultural life of the region, their impact on the growth of national consciousness, the spiritual
revival of society, and cultural integration. The article employs historical-descriptive, comparative-
analytical, and source-based methods, using archival documents and printed materials for systematic
analysis. The study concludes that the educational process of this period strengthened the people's
aspiration for enlightenment, contributed to the establishment of national educational traditions, the
formation of the local intelligentsia, and the overall cultural development of the region. Furthermore,
it explores the evolution of the concept of education, women’s involvement in the learning process,
the formation of informal learning practices, and the rise of public enlightenment movements,
revealing the interconnection and historical continuity between regional and nationwide educational
and intellectual developments.
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Annotation. The article is devoted to the hospitality customs of the population of Ganja, one of the
oldest and most prominent cultural centers of Azerbaijan. Ganja is the homeland of the genius poet
Nizami Ganjavi, as well as well-known poets and public figures such as Mahsati Ganjavi, Mirza Shafi
Vazeh, Ahmad Javad, Javad Khan, Deli Ali, and Israfil Mammadov, whose heroic deeds became
legendary among the people. The study highlights the traditions of welcoming guests, providing them
with shelter, organizing festive gatherings in their honor, and setting abundant and generous tables as
an expression of respect, goodwill, and mutual trust. Special attention is given to the symbolic role
of hospitality in shaping social ties, strengthening collective identity, and preserving cultural values
within the community of Ganja. At the same time, the article underlines the significance of historical
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references, noting that many foreign travelers and authors widely described the openness and sincere
hospitality of the peoples of the Caucasus, including Azerbaijanis. Their comparisons between the
customs of local inhabitants and those of their own countries further reveal the uniqueness, richness,
and depth of Azerbaijani traditions. Thus, the hospitality of Ganja’s population is presented as both
cultural heritage and a reflection of universal human values.

Introduction

The custom of hospitality holds one of the most prestigious and honorable places in the family
and social life of the Azerbaijani people, including the population of the city of Ganja, which forms
an integral part of this cultural tradition. Hospitality and respect for the guest are universal phenomena
that, to a greater or lesser extent, can be observed among all nations of the world. Nevertheless, in the
Azerbaijani context, and particularly in Ganja, these traditions have acquired distinctive forms and
symbolic significance. The literary and historical materials collected in the course of research confirm
this viewpoint and provide abundant evidence for the deep-rooted nature of such customs.

Scholars emphasize that the ancient traditions of patriotism, respect for other peoples,
hospitality, hard work, humanism, commitment to justice, reverence for elders, and other universal
human qualities possess a progressive and enduring character. Of course, it would be inaccurate to
claim that these traditions belong exclusively to a single nation, since similar values exist among most
peoples of the world. However, national specificity, cultural individuality, and local adaptation can
be clearly seen in the Azerbaijani case. These features highlight the unique character of Ganja’s
hospitality traditions and their contribution to the wider cultural heritage of Azerbaijan (Shukurov,
1981:37).

Material and method

In the research, a wide range of oral and written sources, including archival documents,
manuscripts, folklore samples, and memoirs, were collected and analyzed. Field-ethnographic
studies, conducted in different periods and with the participation of local informants, provided
valuable firsthand data on the customs and daily practices of the Ganja population. The research
employs a combination of complex ethnographic methods, such as participant observation, structured
and semi-structured interviews, and comparative description of rituals and traditions.

Alongside ethnographic data, the study applies historical-comparative analysis, allowing the
identification of common features and distinctive aspects of Ganja’s hospitality practices in relation
to the broader Caucasian and Azerbaijani cultural context. A scientific-critical approach to the
available literature was also implemented in order to reassess existing interpretations and to integrate
them with newly collected materials.

Presenting the studied issue in this integrated manner has created conditions for a holistic
understanding of the hospitality customs of the Ganja population, highlighting their continuity,
symbolic meaning, and social functions. This methodology not only reveals the uniqueness of these
traditions but also contributes to the broader study of cultural heritage in Azerbaijan.

Discussion

The custom of hospitality was considered an important norm of social life in the traditional life
of every nation, as well as Caucasians (Anchabadze, 1985:110-120). The mentioned opinion is also
brightened by the notes of an American scientist who was a guest in the family of Caucasians and
was impressed by their generosity, openness, and hospitality. He writes: "To show the importance of
hospitality, just as the Greeks made Zeus the "god of hospitality", the Caucasians also created the
tradition of hospitality. They said, "A guest is a guest of God, you should not touch him or hurt him."
Thus, hospitality was shown to the stranger, and his safety was ensured in these places far from his
home and homeland. The host had to protect his guest even at the risk of death” (Benet, 1989:97). An
episode in the play "Khanlar" by our immortal poet S.Vurgun shows that the above idea is true. The
response of his mother, Gizyetor to the gendarmes, who asked the location of the Khan's friends-
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guests who were hiding from the government, is a clear example of the heart and hospitality traditions
of our people:

Ogul! Bir gayda var elds, obada:

Qonagq aziz olar, gacaq olsa da,

Onu sl vermok namordlik olar.

Although the gendarmes punished Gizyeter, he did not mince his words, surprising these
executioners, ignorant of humanity, with his answer:

Faloyin zindani kiiroyimdadir,

Zalimin zonciri biloyimdadir,

Qonagin yerini sorusursunuz?-

Yarm tiroyimi, iiroyimdadir! (Vurgun, 1988:209-213).

Such positive features testify to the rich inner world of all Caucasians, as well as the people of
Azerbaijan and the young people who are part of it, and their loyalty to the traditions of hospitality.

According to informants, the people of Ganja have always been generous, attentive and caring
towards guests. According to them, as a proof of this, it is enough to show the guesthouse built by
Shah Abbas for the overnight stay of foreign guests coming to Ganja, as well as travelers, travelers
and merchants passing through here - Caravansaray. Mashadi Asgar Alakbarov, Isa Alakbar oglu
Aliyev, Deyirman Isa, Mashadi Kazim etc. are among the residents of Ganja city. such hospitable
people are still remembered today.

In this regard, the information found in the ethnographic literature is also interesting. It is
mentioned there that according to the question asked by E.Abdullabey oghlu, a resident of Boyuk
Bagman district, Ganja region, there were more noble and generous people in Ganja provinces:
"These include Khudadad bey Rafibeyov, Ismayil bey, Hasan bey, Jahangir bey, Mehdi bey Aliyev,
etc. . an example can be given. I remember Governor Khudadad Bey well. He studied medicine in
Germany. He was a very progressive man. In Ganja, he headed the "Charity" society. He gained great
respect among the people with his kindness and hospitality. It was the spring of 1918. The hospitality
he gave to his friends from foreign countries for the sake of the Democratic Republic organized in
Ganja is still not erased from my memory. More than 50 types of pilaf were brought to the table at
this meeting" (Salehov, 1995:73-74).

The hospitality of the people of Ganja can be seen in the examples of folklore. For example,
let's follow the tale "The Generous Butcher": "... Evening falls, the butcher's shop closes. They want
Shah Abbas and the vizier to leave. Butcher Ahmad says:

- I have been paying attention to you for a long time: I see you are a stranger. Don't go anywhere,
you are both my guests.

Ahmed the butcher brings the guests to his house. Baridan informs his cousin that I have a
guest, prepare food. The girl prepares food and drink and gives it to Ahmed. The guests fall asleep
after eating and drinking. When the morning dawns, they want to leave. Ahmed says:

You are my guest for three days, this is my custom. Don't go, stay" (Ganja folklore anthology,
2003:240).

The hospitality mentioned above is also highlighted in the works of Nizami, an eminent poet
and genius thinker who opened his eyes to the world, lived in Ganja, and contributed to the
development of Near and Middle Eastern literature. For example, in the example taken from the poet's
poem "Seven Beauties", we read:

Dedim ki: - Ey gozal, kdlgon yarindir,

Tacim sonin ayaq torpaqlarindir.

Canima and i¢ib, dedi o gozal:

-Sana yar olaram bir giin, yaxin gal,

Son monim hérmotli bir mehmanimsan,

Oziz tutulmali daima mehman (Ganjavi, 2004: 141).

Or,

Onun vardi1 avval bazak paltart,

Bozon al geyordi, bazon do sart1.
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Bag qongosi kimi qonaq sevondi,

Yanag giil kimi giiliirdii, sondi.

Vardi igrat {igiin mehman otagi,

Goydo Siirayyaya doyordi tagi.

Siifralor salmigdi, dosonmis yera,

Odoab dyratmisdi xidmatgilora.

Golsoydi bir naofor uzaqdan ogor,

Cilov tutub, qonaq eyloyardilor.

Siifrs salardilar otaqda layiq,

Yemok verordilor qonaga layiq (Ganjavi, 2004:129).

From the description mentioned above by N.Ganjavi, we can witness how the people of Ganjali
value the guest and hospitality.

The expression "Guest is God's guest" which has found its place in the thinking of the people
of Ganja, and the people of Azerbaijan in general, indicates a great meaning. At the core of this saying
are hidden positive features such as purity, moral education, generosity, hospitality, etc. Respecting a
guest, forgiving his debt when appropriate, taking care of him, and protecting him from enemies are
human qualities. From this point of view, a story given in "Gabusnama" which is a book of advice is
interesting. Since it is relevant to our topic, we think it is appropriate to mention it here:

"I have heard that Ibn Mughla assigns Nasr ibn Mansur Tamimi to work on the divan of Basra.
After a year, he called back and demanded a report from him. He was a man of many states and his
state had the eye of the caliph. As he calculates, it turns out that he has a lot of money left at his feet.
Ibn Mughla says: "Either pay this money or go to prison"! Nasr says: "O Mavlana, | have property,
but it is not here, spare me for a month. It is not appropriate for me to go to prison for so many goods."

Mughla's son knew that the man had the ability to give so many goods and he was telling the
truth, so he said: "There is no order from Amir al-Momin, and you cannot go anywhere else until you
give these goods. For now, sit here in one of the cells in my palace, and be my guest for a month.".
Nasr says: "I agree to your order." Then he stays as a prisoner in the palace of ibn Mughla.
Coincidentally, it was the beginning of Ramadan. When it was evening, ibn Mughla said: "Bring so-
and-so, let him break his fast with us." In short, Nasr breaks his fast with him throughout the month
of Ramadan. As soon as the fasting holiday ends and a few days pass, Mughla's son sends a message
that "they are delaying the delivery of the goods, what should we do?" Nasr says: "I gave the gold."
Mughla's son says: "Who did you give it to?" Nasr says: "I gave it to you." Mughla's son is surprised
and calls Nasr and tells him: "Man, who did you give the gold to?" Nasr says: "I didn't give the gold,
but I ate your bread for free for a month, I broke the fast with your bread for a whole month, and I
was your guest. Now that the holiday has arrived, my right to work is that you want gold from me?"
Mughla's son laughed and said: "... go safely, I gave you that property for rent, I will give you that
gold myself" (Gabusnama, 1989:70-71). Apparently, the phrase "I was your guest" saved Nasr from
paying a huge debt and confiscating his property.

We learn about the hospitality of the people of Ganja from the conversations of old people, as
well as from ethnographic literature: "... the people of these places would love guests and hospitality.
They would invite singers and musicians to make their parties more cheerful. H.Shushinsky, who has
an unparalleled voice, describes a visit to Ganja as follows: Ganja people love melody, poetry, art,
especially music, they trust the success of other singers, and they openly compete with them. Once,
they sent a telegram to Mashadi Mammad Farzaliyev, a famous singer from Ganja, my colleague
living in Tbilisi, and brought him to Ganja. An unusual party was organized. A hundred kinds of
blessings were brought to the table" (Salehov, 1995:74).

From the surveys we conducted, it is clear that guests who knock on the door of any family in
Ganja, visiting at any time, are kindly received and properly entertained. According to the custom,
the guest was seated at the four (upper) heads of the table. His sitting at the top was considered a sign
of respect for both the host and the guest. Regardless of the influence and social status of the visiting
guest, delicious dishes (sabzi plov, kuku, kalapur, dolma, kabab, dovga, etc.) were cooked in his honor
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in exchange for his ability and financial status. First, jam and tea were brought to the table, followed
by dishes and various sweets and sherbets.

According to the information we obtained during the ethnographic visit, the host endures all
difficulties in order to provide the guest with good rest, food and drink, as they say, to be treated like
a "master", and is even ready to spend his wealth and borrow money from others, open his mouth to
relatives and neighbors would be. In this regard, the memory of Hasan agha Giyasbeyli, who was
originally from the village of Kamarli in Gazakh district and had close friendships with our immortal
poet S.Vurgun, is interesting: "Three or four brothers and sisters were orphaned. Although our name
was Bey, we were poor. A few months after my father's death, one day we saw five to ten horsemen
coming down the dirt road from the hill on the other side of the river that runs through the middle of
the village. My mother put her hand over her eyes and looked for a long time, and suddenly spoke in
a panic:

- Oh boy, these riders are coming to us, they are the man's friends. There is nothing in our house,
we are ashamed.

My mother was a careful wife. He quickly sent one of us to the neighbor to borrow a bowl or
two of flour. He sent one of us to buy an animal. We were in debt until the end. In summary, until the
horsemen crossed the valley and reached our house, the neighbors joined hands, the hearth was left,
the iron was hung, the dough was kneaded, and the animal was slaughtered. The samovar steamed
when riders fell off their saddles in the yard. My mother said "welcome" and invited her inside. Not
even five minutes passed, the numerous men of the village arrived, they drank tea, the table was
opened, kebabs were made, and hot fatir was brought out. There was food and drink in our house for
a week. We did not know who called the lover. Who sent the men fighting in the yard, who sent the
sacks full of flour, carts full of firewood, who emptied them into the yard. We didn't know who are
the ones who give us hands and feet, make firewood, slaughter animals and cook kebabs, knead dough
and roll it into logs, hang sackcloth and spread fatir, carry water from the spring and boil samovar?
After the guests left, we sat and caught our breath as if we had just finished the wedding and saw that
we had three or four months of food in our house. From that day, God gave us our sustenance. Our
table was always full of guests (Shikhli, 1992:56-57). The events unfolding in this story, which is
very rich in ethnographic materials, are characteristic of Ganja and the entire population of
Azerbaijan. Here we witness how our people welcome and appreciate guests, their humane character,
openness, and neighborly attitude.

"Gabusnama" contains interesting information about how to receive a guest: "When a guest
comes to your home ... be kind to him. Give everyone the care they deserve, as Abu Shukur says:

Qonaq ya dost olsun vo yaxud diismon,

Gorok layiginco hormot edoson.

Ifthere is fruit, bring fruit and eat it before the meal, take a little break, then the food is ready
on the table, but do not sit down yourself, let the guests say "sit" once or twice, if the guest is not too
big and it is suitable for you to sit, only after that they accept your offer and eat and sit lower than
everyone..., don't say "so-and-so" every hour, you don't eat at all, eat well, don't be ashamed, forgive
me, I couldn't prepare something for you... Such words make people feel ashamed and cannot eat
bread, and they leave your table half-hungry and half-full" (Gabusnama, 1989:69-70).

According to the old residents of Ganja, it was believed that the table opened in the name of the
guest would bring sustenance and blessings to the family. The idea that guest houses could not be
without joy created enthusiasm in the population. The following lines taken from S. Vurgun's poem
"Aygun" are an example of what is said and thought:

Bu axsam Aygiiniin evindo giilon

Bu sonlik, bu biisat, bu colal nodir?

Urakdon-iirays axib siiziilon

Soylayin, seirdir, yoxsa nagmadir?

Bagdan ayagadok geyib qirmizi,
Mocliso giin kimi s6lolor yayir.
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Golon qonaqlara bu ellor qiz1
Ustii zoforanl plov paylayir.

Conclusion

As everywhere in Azerbaijan, the living room was separate in Ganja. This room, with carpets
hanging from its walls, was given to the guest, and neatly packed woolen blankets were opened to
the guest. S.Benet, who witnessed such positive features, writes that "one of the most respectable
issues in the Caucasus is having a separate guest house... If the family does not have a separate guest
house, one of the rooms is definitely reserved for guests. Here the guest rests” (Benet, 1989:98).

It is no coincidence that A.Duma did not hesitate to say a good word about our people with such
a large heart: "If you knock on any door in Azerbaijan, as well as in the entire Caucasus, and say that
I am a foreigner, I have no place to stay, the owner of the house will give you the biggest room at that
hour. will give He and his family will live in a small room. Moreover, if you stay in his house, let's
say, for a week, two weeks, a month, he will take care of you and will not let you suffer from
blindness" (Duma, 1985:17). In this regard, the opinion of French sociologist and geographer of the
19th century E. Reklu is also interesting. Referring to the book of S. Bunyadova, we consider it
appropriate to mention the conclusion reached by the same author based on his observations:
"Azerbaijani living in Transcaucasia (South Caucasus - B.A.) have qualities that are not unique to
any people of the Caucasus. Such rare sincerity and integrity away from greed, extreme kindness and
hospitality can be found only among them. Azerbaijanis are considered the spreaders of culture in the
Caucasus" (Bunyadova, 2005:8).

Let's also say that the beauty of the city, the houses built in the national architectural style, and
the baths attracted the interest of the guests. Literature materials also show this: "The city's handsome
two-three-story houses built of baked bricks, well-kept comfortable hotels, and baths with all kinds
of facilities for relaxation would attract the attention of visitors to the city" (Shushinski, 1986:69).

The hospitality of the Turkic peoples, as well as the carriers of that culture - Azerbaijani Turks
with rich spirituality, as well as the young people from the branches of that body, shows what moral
standard they have. This cannot be considered a coincidence. Such greatness is in the soul and blood
of the Turkish people, due to their attachment to the historical roots of their traditions, which their
great-grandfathers passed down from generation to generation, from memory to memory. The
information we received from the "The Book of Dede Gorgud" saga about hospitality also says this:
Bayindir Khan, the Khan of the Khans, would visit the Oguz Beys once a year, "he would slaughter
a stallion from a horse, a bull from a camel, and a ram from a sheep and entertain them." (The Book
of Dede Gorgud 1988:132). Of course, there are enough questions in the current direction in our
classical literature.

According to the given information and ethnographic literature survey (Allahmanli, 2011:157),
if a person walking along the road knocked on a door and asked for water, it would be thought that
he was hungry. The owner of the house would definitely bring that person home as a guest and feed
and drink.

As in other regions of Azerbaijan, among the people of Ganja, the heart of the guest who came
to the house was not touched, he was treated as a holy and dear person. If the guest reached for any
object and said that he liked it, that object would be given to him. No one would be embarrassed to
offend a guest visiting the house. Such situations were alien to Azerbaijani Turkish families. S.Vurgun
also mentioned this respectable custom, the tradition that has been lived since ancient times in his
poem "I remembered":

Son bizim ellorin ruhuna bir bax!

Bizdon incimomis bir oziz qonaq (Vurgun, 2005:220).

According to the old people, when a guest expressed his desire to leave, they would ask him to
stay for a few days. If the guest agreed and said that he had to go, then food and drink would be put
on his way, and he would be sent away with certain gifts and lots. Relatives and neighbors would also
participate in the "farewell ceremony".
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By the way, let's note that among young people there are a number of proverbs and sayings
related to guests. Although some of them have all-Azerbaijani characteristics, some of them belong
only to the local population. In this regard, the following examples are of interest:

Qonagq evin yox, elin qonagidir.

Qonaq umdugu yerdon kiisar.

Qonagin ruzisi 6ziindon avval galar.

Qonaq girmayan eva vay girar.

Qonaqdan qayidacagi giiniin tarixini sorusmazlar.
Qonaq diismon do olsa, galdiyi evdo ona toxunmazlar.
Qonaga ¢orak yeyirsonmi demazlor.

Atli golon qonaga ats1z yola salmazlar.

Qonagin s6ziin yers salmazlar.

Bir ev qarsilayan qonagi bir el yola salar va s.

As in all regions of Azerbaijan, hospitality customs have a special place in the public life,
household and culture of Ganja city population. This tradition, passed down from generation to
generation, is kept alive and constitutes one of the cores of people's national and moral values.
Hospitality, which instills humanity, kindness, humanism, openness, generosity, mutual trust, respect
and love for each other, has practical significance in the education and upbringing of the young
generation, in their attachment to the roots, and in their warm relations with the elders.

EARRINGS WITH A SOLDERED CONE FROM THE COLLECTION OF THE NATIONAL
MUSEUM OF THE REPUBLIC OF KAZAKHSTAN

Abstract. The article examines three examples of earrings with a soldered cone from the collection
of the National Museum of the Republic of Kazakhstan. These ornaments were discovered at
archaeological sites in Central and Western Kazakhstan and date back to the VIIIth-IVth centuries
BCE. The study presents the morphological characteristics of the artifacts, as well as the features of
their manufacturing and decorative techniques. Comparative analysis with similar findings from
neighboring regions of the Eurasian steppes has been conducted. The obtained materials make it
possible to clarify the distribution area and local variations of this type of jewelry.

The paper provides a detailed description of the form and structure of the earrings, which include a
soldered cone, various types of rims, fastenings, and decorative elements. Special attention is paid to
the metalworking methods, soldering techniques, and ornamentation styles, allowing researchers to
trace the level of craftsmanship achieved by the ancient population of Kazakhstan. A comparative
analysis with analogous items from burial complexes in Southern Siberia, the Caspian region, and the
Altai has revealed both common and region-specific traits in jewelry-making traditions.

The results of the study show that earrings with soldered cones served not only as decorative objects
but also as symbols possibly associated with the social status or ethnic identity of their owners. The
findings refine the geographical distribution and evolutionary development of this jewelry type within
the Early Iron Age. The materials presented in the article contribute to the study of ancient jewelry
art and expand understanding of cultural connections and exchanges among the tribes inhabiting the
steppe regions of Kazakhstan and neighboring areas of Eurasia.

THE IMPACT OF MARKET RELATIONS ON THE TRADITIONAL KAZAKH ECONOMY
IN THE SEMIPALATINSK REGION (SECOND HALF OF THE 19th — EARLY 20th
CENTURIES)

Abstract. This article examines the impact of market relations on the traditional economy of the
Kazakh people at the end of the 19th and the beginning of the 20th centuries, based on archival
materials and contemporary sources of that period, with a case study of Semipalatinsk region. In
modern historiography, the study of economic practices is carried out not only on the basis of archival
documents but also through the interpretation of statistical data within the defined chronological
framework. The developed capitalist relations of the 19th century rapidly reached the eastern regions
of Kazakhstan through merchants and traders, significantly contributing to the transformation of
Semipalatinsk into one of the major trade centers of the steppe. By the late 19th century, the
widespread expansion of the market system in the Kazakh steppe influenced livestock-breeding
practices, forms of land use, and traditional communal relations. The gradual involvement of Kazakh
households in market trade and the development of commodity-money relations, on the one hand,
fostered the modernization of the economy, but on the other hand, intensified social stratification and
contributed to the decline of traditional economic models. Under these circumstances, particularly as
a result of the administrative-territorial reforms carried out by the Russian Empire, the crisis of
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traditional economy pushed Kazakhs toward engaging in new occupations adapted to the market. The
aim of this study is to identify the transformation of traditional economy in the Semipalatinsk region
and to analyze the impact of market relations on the socio-economic development of Kazakh society,
drawing on selected statistical data. Using the case of Semipalatinsk, the article explores certain
manifestations of market relations and their influence on traditional Kazakh economy.
